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1. Delivery Schedule 2013

Agilent would like to move the wk43 delivery to either wk41 or 42.
The call agreed to move it to wk42 (the CAG meeting is in wk41), but will look to deliver it earlier in the week if possible.

2. RSRQ
Agilent sent an email earlier stating that the RRM calculations do not consider the SCCHPCH, SCH or the AICH channels.
Rasheed replied that we do have a test case where these channels do need to be taken into consideration.
Agilent are still concerned that there are large differences between the original proposal and the new calculations, so would like to consider every test on a case by case basis.

Rasheed will take Agilent's concerns into account and submit a document to the next RAN5 meeting, adding Agilent as a co-author.

3. C2K Parameter Checking
Rasheed questioned why these parameters needed to be checked as they are already implicitly checked elsewhere.
Wolfgang is happy for the SS 'black box' to check the procedure is performed correctly; but if the operators insist on checking message types, then these must be sent to the TTCN for TTCN to check and assign the verdicts.

R&S clarified that this message checking would not be time critical.

Qualcomm will check the motivation behind why these parameters need to be explicitly checked.

4. TDD Interference
Shicheng asked all SS vendors if they thought that this was the way forward.
All SS vendors are still in the middle of testing, but have not found any problems so far, so we will propose this as the way forward at the next RAN5 meeting and will circulate this next week.
5. IPv6 Testing on UTRA
EUTRA – UTRA

Qualcomm would like to move these test cases in iWD03 with a note that these test cases are not verified/validated using IPv6 on UTRA until the test spec and the verification activity is completed.  These tests may get verified/validated by CAG#33, in January.
Shicheng replied that this is because there is no RAB configured as default for the UE to use, if the UE moves UTRA.  He asked if the 64k RAB would be sufficient, or if a different bearer should be used.  Qualcomm suggested a different RAB should be considered and will work with TF 160 to submit a proposal at RAN5.
UTRA
TF160 are confident that an IPv4 and an IPv4v6 UE will be happy to be allocated an IPv4 address in TTCN2.  However they do know that TTCN2 doesn't handle IPv6, so would like to ask if there are any IPv6 only UTRAN UEs.  Out of 800 test cases, we believe that 250 of them will need to handle IPv6 if needed for IPv6 only UEs.  This is too many to re-write in TTCN3.
We will propose some text to add to 34.123-3 in order to extend the TTCN2 test model to handle IPv6.  We do not want to extend the preamble in TTCN2, but only handle IPv6 if a PDP context is already configured.

6. EMM test case 9.2.1.1.19
Samsung will present a prose CR for this test case at the next RAN5.  TF160 have implemented the CR in advance and will be circulate this today to the SS vendors, for them to test.
We ask the SS vendors to provide feedback in case any further changes are needed to the prose CR.

7. ASP Porting
R&S believe that even adding a CONTAINING statement to the TTCN2 will still have an impact whenever a new IE is added.
Virginie pointed out that the R&S counter proposal would result in duplication of ALL ASPs – so also ALL templates and functions.  As new Rel-10 functions will still use existing ASPs as well as the new ones, TF160 feel that this will just add to the complexity and confusion.

8. IMS
Approximately 20 test cases will be delivered this week.  TCP may not be complete in this delivery and the emergency test cases will not be started until after the RAN5 meeting.
TF160 would like SS vendors to test this delivery and provide feedback, hopefully before the RAN5 meeting.

R&S are waiting until all currently verified test cases are available before they start work on the new environment.  
TF160 replied that, as discussed in the workshop, we are not planning to deliver the 7.* series test cases in near future.  The tests specified by GCF as priority 1 are being implemented first and as the supplementary service test cases are now included in priority 2, they will be done later.
According to the decision at RAN5, after wk48, we will not accept any verification CRs on the old TTCN.

TF160 will include the draft changes presented by R&S at the workshop for 34.229-3, for SSAC, emergency call and OMA in their CR to RAN5.

Sigcomp is not prioritised for VoLTE and so a proposal will be submitted at the Jan RAN5.
