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1. Introduction

In test cases 8.3.1.29-31, UE is configured to measure discovery signal based on CSI-RS. So the SS should be configured before the UE measures CSI-RS signal. The required Rel-11 CSI-RS configurations are currently missing from the ASP definitions. 
For now we have CSI_RS_Config_r10 which is referred to RRC ASN.1.  From the 3GPP core specifications, the following can be concluded:

1. If the UE is configured with TM1-9, it cannot be configured with Rel-11 CSI-RS resources; only Rel-10 CSI-RS resource can be configured.

2. If the UE is configured with TM10, it cannot be configured with Rel-10 CSI-RS resource; only Rel-11 CSI-RS resources can be configured
According to TS 36.213 clause 7.2.5, new parameters are added and the number of CSI-RS resource configurations in different TM is not the same. 
Zero-power CSI-RS configuration is not needed for these test cases, however for completeness of ASP definition, they could be added together with the non-zero-power CSI-RS configuration.
2. Proposal
CSI_RS_Config_Type is updated as shown below, where we refer to RRC ASN.1 for Rel-11 CSI-RS configurations:

The renaming R10 --> CSI_RS_Config is needed to avoid a misunderstanding that this parameter only applies to Rel-10 (rather it applies for TM 1 to 9). Note that strictly speaking this is a non-backwards compatible interface change. However up to now, no explicit CSI-RS configuration is set in the TTCN Test Suites.
