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1. Agenda

The call was opened on Wednesday 25th January 2017, at 10:00 CET. 

The meeting was chaired by Olivier Genoud. The agenda, documents allocation and schedule in R5w170001 were approved. 

IPR and antitrust reminder: 

The attention of the delegates to the meeting of this Technical Specification Group was drawn to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR Policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of.

The delegates were asked to take note that they were thereby invited:

· to investigate whether their organization or any other organization owns IPRs which were, or were likely to become Essential in respect of the work of 3GPP.

· to notify their respective Organizational Partners of all potential IPRs, e.g., for ETSI, by means of the IPR Information Statement and the Licensing declaration forms

The attention of the delegates to the meeting was also drawn to the fact that 3GPP activities were subject to all applicable antitrust and competition laws and that compliance with said laws was therefore required by any participant of the meeting, including the Chairman and Vice-Chairmen and were invited to seek any clarification needed with their legal counsel. The leadership would conduct the present meeting with impartiality and in the interests of 3GPP. Delegates were reminded that timely submission of work items in advance of TSG/WG meetings was important to allow for full and fair consideration of such matters.
8. NB-IoT

R5w170005 – NB-IoT: Test Model and ASP Updates, presented by Wolfgang
These changes will be included in the wk04 delivery.  R&S asked if we were planning to update to the Sep16 version of NB-IoT RRC ASN.1.  TF160 replied that the ASN.1 change was not required by the test case and the change should be backwards compatible.
R&S commented that the prose for the NBIOT EMM test cases do not consistently use higher numbered Ncells.  TF160 replied it was their understanding that RAN5 has not made a clear statement which Ncells to use for which test cases, but this issue should be raised with RAN5.  R&S have found a runtime error in the TTCN when a lowered numbered cell was used for an EMM test case.
Action 36.1: R&S: To provide details of NBIOT TTCN runtime error related to NAS cell initialisation.  ASAP (hopefully to allow correction to be made in this week’s delivery).
4. LTE
R5w170004 – eMTC: Test Model and ASP Updates, presented by Virginie
R&S commented that although the eMTC SIs do not have the same scheduling, they should use redundancy version 0 – therefore using either subframe 0 or 4.  Subframe 2 for FDD means redundancy version 3 and is not decodable by the UE.  This requires a test model change. TF160 agreed to investigate this. 

Action 36.2: R&S: To provide details of the SI scheduling issue for eMTC.  ASAP (hopefully to allow correction to be made in this week’s delivery).
7. POS
R5w170003 – Proposal of new sub-test concept for POS test cases, presented by R&S
TF160 asked if this only had impact with Test Validators, and why these sub-tests were added initially with the “only” tag.  R&S replied that originally there were only sub-tests for different technologies, then operators added more sub-tests and copied the same style for the additions.
R&S clarified that they had 2 different proposals – either to simply remove the word “only”; or to have just 3 sub-tests: GNSS, OTDOA only and GNSS & OTDOA.  TF160 replied that this second proposal would have a big impact in both the prose the TTCN.

R&S confirmed that they have raised CRs to implement proposal B.

TF160 requested that the selection expressions were also updated in 37.571-3.

R5w170006 – Indoor Positioning with MBS: Initial Test Model and ASP Updates, presented by Lidia
No comments were received.

R5w170002 – IoT TTCN Planning, presented by Olivier
R&S asked about Test Loop Mode H.  RAN5’s view is that SMS is not a priority for prose or implementation.  Therefore we may still not implement anything related to this even in wk10.
R5w170001 – TTCN Deliveries and Miscellaneous, presented by Olivier
Ericsson has just provided a draft CR for one test case on how to update for > band 64.  TF160 will forward the reply to all SS vendors.
R&S pointed out that the proposed date for the next face to face workshop is on the Thursday before Easter.  Olivier will send out a doodle poll.
