Introduction

Several updates are proposed to the SDAP ASPs: 
1. The name of the ASP used to configure the SDAP layer is changed to remove reference to “PduSession” as this may cause confusion. 

2. The field “DefaultDBR” is deleted in the ASP used to configure the SDAP layer, as this field is only relevant for the SDAP configuration in the UE (so that the UE knows on which DRB to send the data in case there is no QoS-DRB mapping stored).
Default setting for RDI and RQI fields is also specified for the SDAP configuration.
