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1	Introduction
TS 24.379 uses "elements not declared in the XML schema" in the semantics for XML schema in annex F.1, F.2, F.3. The elements are of different basic types or even complex type (e.g. <EmergencyTriggeringCriteria> for extension of MCPTT location information seems to be of the same type as <TriggeringCriteria> being defined in the XML schema).

2	Discussion
Basically elements which are not declared anywhere cannot be encoded even though the structure is described as prose; especially there is no namespace.
 Even when local XML schema are defined to be used by the local codec, still there is no (well-defined) namespace and the encoded elements may have either
a) no namespace information at all, or
b) unspecified namespace information
 in general the decoder of an XML document does not know the namespace used by the encoder.
Option a) seems to be more reasonable as an element which is not defined in any namespace should not have namespace information.
In any case the XML codec needs protocol specific implementation to support the undeclared elements and without changing the XML schema in annex F.1, F.2, F.3 in the first place there seems to be no way to encode, decode or validate these elements by means of common XML tools.
On the other hand, the issue could easily be solved by adding element declarations to the respective schema.

3	Proposal
CT1 shall be asked to add the element declarations to the schema or to clarify why this is not possible. 
If the element declarations cannot be added to the schema, CT1 shall clarify how the encoding shall be done (especially regarding namespace information).
If there is no clarification in the core spec RAN5 needs to specify the requirements for encoding.
