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1	Introduction
During the specification of the MCVideo Conformance testing RAN5 noticed the below listed inconsistency in the specified handling of MCVideo SIP 183 (Session Progress) response in TS 24.281.
Remark: These inconsistencies were also detected in TS 24.379 MCPTT - the handling of session progress for private calls was missing at the controlling function and LS R5-206258 was sent to CT1 and resolved with C1-210892, C1-210894, C1-210896, C1-210298, C1-210893, C1-210895, C1-210897 and C1-210899 with the following result: 
In MCPTT TS 24.379 (from Rel-14 onwards):
In the controlling function the receipt of a SIP 183 (session progress) is now explicitly handled for private calls in the same way as for group calls:
The controlling function sends a SIP OK to the inviting client on receipt of a SIP 183 (session progress) from the terminating side - group calls as well as private calls.


2	Issue
2.1	SIP 183 (Session Progress) in MCVideo
TS 24.281, subclause 6.3.2.2.5.2 specifies the need for the participating MCPTT function to generate a SIP 183 (Session Progress) response to the "SIP INVITE request for terminating participating MCPTT function" as follows:

When receiving a "SIP INVITE request for terminating participating MCVideo function" for an on-demand session that requires automatic commencement mode the participating MCVideo function:
1)	if:
a)	the incoming SIP INVITE request contained a Priv-Answer-Mode header field set to the value of "Auto";
b)	no Answer-Mode header field or Priv-Answer-Mode header field were received in the incoming SIP INVITE request and the Answer-Mode Indication received in the application/poc-settings+xml MIME body received from the invited MCVideo client as defined in clause 7.3.3 or clause 7.3.4 is set to "auto-answer"; or
c)	the incoming SIP INVITE request contained an Answer-Mode header field set to "Auto" and the Answer-Mode Indication received in the application/poc-settings+xml MIME body received from the invited MCVideo client as defined in clause 7.3.3 or clause 7.3.4 is set to "auto-answer";
then:
a)	shall generate a SIP 183 (Session Progress) response to the "SIP INVITE request for terminating participating MCVideo function" as specified in clause 6.3.2.2.4.1; and
NOTE:	The SIP 183 (session Progress) response can be sent reliably or unreliably depending on the content of the received SIP INVITE request. Regardless of if the SIP 183 (Session Progress) response is sent reliably or unreliably, SDP is not included in the SIP 183 (Session Progress) response.
Issue 2.1-1:	Receipt of SIP 183 (session progress) message for private calls by the controlling function from the terminating client resp. the terminating participation function is not defined, nor mentioned explicitly (TS 24.281, subclauses 10.2.2.4.2 or 10.2.2.4.1)
Remark: for group calls the receipt of SIP 183 (session progress) message by the controlling function is handled in the same way as in TS 24.379 (MCPTT)
Assumption 2.1-1:	 In TS 24.281 (MCVideo) the receipt of SIP 183 (session progress) at the controlling function for private calls shall be the same as in TS 24.379 (MCPTT).
Proposal 2.1-1:	Ask CT1 to confirm the assumption and adapt TS 24.281 accordingly as done for TS 24.379 - see above LS R5-206258 and related CRs. 
Proposal 2.1-2:	Based on the assumption test case 6.7.1 should be adapted accordingly - not to expect a SIP 183 (session progress) message, and in further upcoming test cases as well.
