Proposal 2.2-1:	MCC160 incorporates addition of condition PRE_ESTABLISHED_SESSION to Table 6.2.19.3.3-1A, Table 6.2.19.3.3-2B, Table 6.2.23.3.3-2 and Table 6.2.23.3.3-6 in a common CR for 36.579-2 clause 6.2.

· R5w220106 Issue 2.4-1 (resource priorities in MCVideo service configuration document):
Resource priorities added to MCVideo service configuration document at least down to Rel-15; the change is non-backward compatible as resource priorities are mandatory.

There is still the contradiction between places in 24.380 clause 6 specifying the Message Type field of the Floor Ack without the upper bit set to '1' and clause 8.2.3.14 specifying the upper bit to be taken over from the message requesting the Ack.
· R5w220205r1 Issue 2.2.1.3-1:
There is still the contradiction between places in 24.581 clause 6 specifying the Message Type field of the Transmission Control Ack without the upper bit set to '1' and clause 9.2.3.10 specifying the upper bit to be taken over from the message requesting the Ack.
· R5w220106 Issue 2.2-2:
Waiting for CT1 to add mc_ssrc fmtp parameter to 24.581.
· Security protection of SIMPLE FILTER (related to withdrawn prose CR R5-220483 for test case 5.3):
Waiting for clarification in 24.379 clause 6.6.3.1 regarding integrity protection of SIMPLE FILTER and for a proposal/clarification how to expect cyphering to be done by the client.
