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1. Agenda
The meeting was opened on Tuesday 25th October 10:00 CET. 
The meeting was chaired by Olivier Genoud. The agenda, documents allocation and schedule in R5w220300 were approved. 

IPR and antitrust reminder: 
The attention of the delegates to the meeting of this Technical Specification Group was drawn to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR Policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of.
The delegates were asked to take note that they were thereby invited:

· to investigate whether their organization or any other organization owns IPRs which were, or were likely to become Essential in respect of the work of 3GPP.
· to notify their respective Organizational Partners of all potential IPRs, e.g., for ETSI, by means of the IPR Information Statement and the Licensing declaration forms

The attention of the delegates to the meeting was also drawn to the fact that 3GPP activities were subject to all applicable antitrust and competition laws and that compliance with said laws was therefore required by any participant of the meeting, including the Chairman and Vice-Chairmen and were invited to seek any clarification needed with their legal counsel. The leadership would conduct the present meeting with impartiality and in the interests of 3GPP. Delegates were reminded that timely submission of work items in advance of TSG/WG meetings was important to allow for full and fair consideration of such matters.

3. UTRA / GERAN
R5s221182 – Rel-17 Baseline Upgrade for UTRA Suites, presented by TF160
The TTCN2 test suites have not been upgraded.
There is no need to update the access stratum release type as this has not been changed in the ASN.1.

3. LTE
R5s221178 – Rel-17 Baseline Upgrade for LTE & NB-IoT Suites, presented by TF160
R&S asked why some of the templates were changed to ‘template (present)’.  This was because they were defined as ‘template’, which may potentially cause a run-time error.  This has been done to remove tool warnings and should have no impact.

TF160 commented that 22.4.13 is not included.  This needs to be upgraded to allow it to be run with Rel-17 UEs.  It will be included in R5s221178_MCC160Comments.

7. POS
R5s221180 – Rel-17 Baseline Upgrade for POS Suites, presented by TF160
No comments received.

8. NB-IoT
R5w220302 – Rel-15 feNB-IoT: NPRACH preamble format 2 support, presented by Olivier
No comments received. ASP updates to be done in iwd-22wk49.

10. 5G
R5w220304 – NR CA: Handling of CA n66B, presented by Virginie
This proposal is different than the draft TTCN implementation circulated by email:  in the draft TTCN implementation it was proposed to omit all uplink related fields in SIB1, in this proposal it is proposed not to broadcast SIB1.

Anritsu asked if this should be included in the execution guidelines.  TF160 has already updated these.

Keysight has issues with both n66B and the CA SDL band.  They will email more details.

R5w220307 – 5G V2X: Test Model and ASP updates, presented by Virginie.
The ASP change will be included in the wk43 delivery.

R5w22305 – Rel-17 Baseline Upgrade: NR ASP updates, presented by TF160
No comments received.

R5s221179 – Rel-17 Baseline Upgrade for 5GS Suites, presented by TF160
No comments received.

6. IMS
R5s221181 – Rel-17 Baseline Upgrade for IMS Suites, presented by TF160
No comments received.

9. MCX
R5w220303 – SSRC values for audio, video and floor/transmission control, presented by Wolfgang

TF160 commented that there should be a number of MCPTT devices already, so it would be best to concentrate on MCPTT before moving on to MCVideo.

Action 59.2: TF160 & NIST: To share R5w220303 with the FirstNet CT1 delegate with a view to submitting it to CT1. By 28th October.

R5w220306 – Common MCX Issues, presented by Wolfgang
UPV have a new issue with 6.2.14.  UPV will therefore withdraw the TTCN CRs related to the verification of the affected test cases.

Action 59.3: TF160: To ask CT1 about the progress on the pending issues listed in R5w220306. By 28th October.

R5s221241 – Rel-17 Baseline Upgrade for MCX Suites, presented by Wolfgang
No comments received.

11. Other
SNPN Only UE testing of legacy test cases
SS vendors confirmed that the changes to legacy test cases are working and no issues have been found.
TF160 confirmed that we are not expecting separate verifications for these test cases.

R5w220301 – TTCN Deliveries and Miscellaneous, presented by Olivier
TTCN2 will be delivered in wk48 as there has been at least one TTCN CR since the last TTCN2 delivery.

TF160 requested the SS vendors to feedback what Rel-17 WIs should be prioritised.  If possible, we could try to include something in the wk49 delivery.

Keysight asked how MUSIM test cases might be implemented in the TTCN.  This has not yet been discussed within TF160.

R&S asked if they can continue using wk37 delivery for submission TTCN CRs after wk43 has been delivered.  TF160 replied that we normally only allow 1 week, however we will on this occasion allow an extra 2 weeks, to the 18th November.
90 TTCN CRs have been implemented in wk43 which are not related to the baseline move.
If TF160 find there is a big difference between the code included in a new TTCN CR and that delivered in wk43, we will not consider the CR and ask that it be re-submitted on either wk43 or wk49.  TF160 request that all CRs implemented on top of wk37 by the SS vendors are listed in the CR.
