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1. Agenda
The meeting was opened on Thursday 20th April 10:00 CET. 
The meeting was chaired by Olivier Genoud. The agenda, documents allocation and schedule in R5w230100 were approved. 

IPR and antitrust reminder: 
The attention of the delegates to the meeting of this Technical Specification Group was drawn to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR Policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of.
The delegates were asked to take note that they were thereby invited:

· to investigate whether their organization or any other organization owns IPRs which were, or were likely to become Essential in respect of the work of 3GPP.
· to notify their respective Organizational Partners of all potential IPRs, e.g., for ETSI, by means of the IPR Information Statement and the Licensing declaration forms

The attention of the delegates to the meeting was also drawn to the fact that 3GPP activities were subject to all applicable antitrust and competition laws and that compliance with said laws was therefore required by any participant of the meeting, including the Chairman and Vice-Chairmen and were invited to seek any clarification needed with their legal counsel. The leadership would conduct the present meeting with impartiality and in the interests of 3GPP. Delegates were reminded that timely submission of work items in advance of TSG/WG meetings was important to allow for full and fair consideration of such matters.

10. 5G
R5w230103 – Rel-15 5G: Corrections to default UL Grants, presented by Virginie
This is required by test case 7.1.2.3.11. A prose CR will be raised for this test case to use a specific UL Grant. 
There is no impact on the 38.523-3 default grant size, it is only a clarification of the note.

This will be included in our 38.523-3 maintenance prose CR at RAN5#99.

R5w230104 – Rel-16 V2X: Test Model and ASP updates, presented by Lidia.
This will be included in our prose CR at RAN5#99.
The ASP change will be included in the wk24 delivery.

R5w230110 – Rel-16 NR_2Step RACH: ASP updates, presented by Rasheed.
This is to be used for 4 MAC Rel-16 TCs initially, which we intend to implement in the wk24 delivery, and will be used in the future for Rel-17 SDT TCs (with possible further ASP updates).

This will be included in our prose CRs at RAN5#99.

Action 61.1: SS Vendors: To review the ASP definitions for 2 step RACH in R5w230110. By 4th May.

R5w230107 – Rel-17 NR MUSIM: Initial Test Model, presented by Hellen.
R&S asked if this would be possible for the Rel-18 TCs and if the IP address allocation would need to be updated.  
TF160 replied that currently only the Rel-17 TCs have been considered, but hoped that this could also be used for Rel-18 as we expect the UE to still have a single connection to the network.
There is currently a list of 6 IP addresses.  Assuming that the UE only establishes IMS (and possibly internet) PDU sessions for each USIM, then the current list should be sufficient.  If not, then this can be extended.
As there is no specific IMS activity in the Rel-17 TCs, the IMS default handler will be activated in each IMS PTC instance.

Anritsu commented that the ASP to attenuate power levels did not have a specific cell id, in either the REQ or the CNF, but allowed multiple cells to be attenuated at the same time.  This will need to be handled in the multiplexer.

This will be included in our prose CRs at RAN5#99.

R5w230109 – Rel-17 NR UDC: Initial Test Model and ASPs, presented by Francisca.
This will be included in our prose CRs at RAN5#99.
The ASP change and the first UDC TCs will be included in the wk24 delivery.

R5w230108 – Updated guidelines on 5GS test execution, presented by Virginie
This will be included in our prose CRs at RAN5#99.

R5w230112 – Corrections to NR_PDCP_DRB_Config_Parameters_Type, presented by R&S
This affects MAC test case 7.1.1.3.2b.  
The total number of octets to be received is 0, but the DL data has already been transmitted.  The order the data sent from the SS to the TTCN may not be that expected by the TTCN.

TF160 commented that ‘OutOfOrderDelivery’ is per DRB, so is not sure why this is an issue between DRB1 and DRB2.

A draft TTCN CR will be included in r1 of this document.

Action 61.2: TF160 and other SS Vendors: To review the proposal from R&S in R5w230112r1. By 4th May.


8. NB-IoT
R5w230102 – Rel-17 NB-IoT NTN: Test Model and ASP Updates, presented by Marija
R&S commented that the proposed test model is more suited for the GSO scenario and asked how the epoch time and the NTN common drift will be handled.  
TF160 replied that this proposal is for the GSO scenario.  New types and new ASPs will be needed to be introduced for NGSO.  The common drift, when required, will need to be calculated by the SS, but at the moment, we don’t need to take this into account.
At RAN5#98, there was only agreement on the way forward for GSO.  There is currently not enough prose for the NGSO scenario, but this may require a different test model.

R&S asked if an external function will be required for NTN timing advance.  TF160 replied that the calculation will be done by the TTCN, but an external function will be required to calculate the orbital parameters.

Anritsu commented that in 36.508 only latitude and longitude values are given but x, y and z values are required in the formula.  TF160 replied that the conversion of the parameters is done in the TTCN.  These calculations will be documented in 36.523-3, but only the results, which will be hardcoded as constants, are required in the TTCN.

4. LTE
R5w230111r1 – Updates to LTE latency procedure, presented by Anritsu
This is related to TTCN CR R5s230223, related to LTE TC 8.2.1.5. 
TF160 asked if this will catch a UE which only sends a message after the 2nd grant?  Anritsu replied that T3 -T1 will result in a much higher value than expected, therefore the UE will fail.

Keysight is concerned that this proposal depends upon the received messages from (a potentially non-conformant) UE to calculate the grant.

Anritsu clarified that the issue is real as they have at least one CatM1 UE, which sends a UECapabilityInformaiton message of size more than 1000 bits.

TF160 will include this in our 36.523-3 maintenance prose CR at RAN5#99.

6. IMS
R5w230106 – Removal of explicit encoding rule “XML” for alias definitions, presented by Wolfgang
R&S asked if we can do this during a baseline move?  As the next baseline move is not until at least the middle of next year, we intend to implement this in the wk24 delivery.  

7. POS
R5w230105 – POS: PRS power level configuration, presented by Lidia
This ASP change will be included in the wk24 delivery, assuming the associated prose CRs from Anritsu are agreed at RAN5#99.

11. Other
R5w230101 – TTCN Deliveries and Miscellaneous, presented by Olivier
Keysight asked about the timescales for EUTRA MUSIM.  TF160 replied that we intend to use a similar test model to that proposed by R5w230107, but this will require many more changes if we use the legacy LTE implementation defined in 36.508 as everything is hardcoded to PDN1.  We therefore intend to concentrate on NR MUSIM for now.
