The Chairman reminded companies on the IPR policy for this meeting. Delegates' attention is drawn to their obligations under the 3GPP Partner Organizations' IPR policies.
Intellectual Property Rights Policy
The attention of the delegates to the meeting of this Technical Specification Group is drawn to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR Policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of.
The delegates are asked to take note that they are thereby invited:
-	to investigate whether their organization or any other organization owns IPRs which are, or are likely to become Essential in respect of the work of 3GPP.
-	to notify their respective Organizational Partners of all potential IPRs, e.g., for ETSI, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration forms (http://webapp.etsi.org/Ipr/).

The Chairman also reminded the leadership and delegates on the antitrust compliance.
Statement of antitrust compliance
After the call for IPR, the Chairman made the following statement regarding antitrust and competition laws:

Intel pointed out the increased flexibility of their proposal as individual priorities could be sent with and without redirection command. 
Ericsson raised the impact on UE power consumption from this proposal and commented that feedback from operators and UE vendors is needed as already commented by Nokia.
Intel did not see a UE power consumption impact and asked further clarification. 
The Chairman commented that for this consideration the scenario, that a UE has no coverage of an extended EARFCN cell at time of channel release with redirection to that cell should be distinguished from the scenario, that the UE has coverage of that cell. He then requested Ericsson to provide more details on the power consumption impact on the RAN6 reflector, which Ericsson agreed to do.
Nokia commented that the raised aspect of increased flexibility was not considered when this was specified for Rel-11.
Intel informed they have not yet had discussion with interested operators and UE vendors. It will be done next.
The Chairman raised this should be inquired before agreeing such proposed change.
The Chairman commented the interoperability analysis is needed as the proposed change goes back to Rel-11 and existing network / UE implementations should not be impacted. He asked clarification from Intel on the intended initial release and Intel stated they are open to go for Rel-11 or Rel-14. No other comments on the release matter were made. 
The Chairman asked the views from companies on the proposed solution. There were no comments.

Intel stated the proposed change affects only TS 44.018, no change to other specs (e.g. TS 45.008) is needed.
Based on the discussion during the commenting period and during the teleconference the following was concluded:
