Introduction

Two technical reports were set up for the study item on “UTRA UTRAN Long Term Evolution”; a TR on requirements (TR 25.913) and a TR to capture the technical proposal for the evolution (TR 25.913). Scope

This present document is the technical report for the study item “Evolved UTRA and UTRAN” [1]. The objective of the study item is to develop a framework for the evolution of the 3GPP radio-access technology towards a high-data-rate, low-latency and packet-optimized radio access technology.

The work of the study item spans over all RAN working groups. The purpose of this TR is to capture the agreement of single solutions in the different chapters, leading to a single overall concept as a basis for the later work item phase. The technical report is provided on a stage 2 level of detail and defines the principles for the physical layer, radio protocol layer, RAN architecture and function split.

This document is a ´living´ document, i.e. it will be updated along the study item phase and will be presented to TSG-RAN meetings. During the study item phase working assumptions in the TR may be removed or revised, but only one single concept shall be described.
