Text proposal for Section 6.2.2 U-plane latency

For 5 MHz and larger than 5 MHz spectrum allocations, specifications shall enable an EUTRA U-plane latency of less than 5 ms in unload condition (ie single user with single data stream) for small IP packet, e.g. 0 byte payload + IP headers. For spectrum allocations below 5 MHz, specifications shall enable a EUTRAN U-plane latency of less than 10 ms. 
"Note: This requirement, more specifically the exact definition of latency, may l be revisited and further clarified once there is a 3GPP system end-to-end requirement agreed and the overall system architecture is settled, including the RAN and core network functional split. This means that the network entities between which the U-plane latency requirement of EUTRA and EUTRAN applies, will finally be defined at a later stage."
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
