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Abstract of document:

This Technical Specification defines the stage one description of the Speech Recognition Framework (SRF) for Automated Voice Services. Stage 1 is the set of requirements for data seen primarily from the user’s and service providers’ points of view.

The Technical Specification includes information applicable to network operators, service providers, terminal and network manufacturers. It also contains the core requirements for the Speech Recognition Framework for automated voice services.
The scope of this Stage 1 is to identify the requirements for 3G networks to support the deployments of a speech recognition framework - based automated voice services and therefore to introduce a 3GPP speech recognition framework as part of speech-enabled services. The Speech Recognition Framework for automated voice services is an optional feature in a 3GPP system. 
Changes since last presentation to TSG-SA Meeting #14:

· Clarification of the positioning of SRF and SRF-based automated voice services within SES and with respect to other technology options. This is now in agreement and using the same terminology as TR 22.977.

· Change of terminology and text update to reflect the impact: change from Distributed Speech Recognition (DSR) to Speech Recognition Framework. Framework is compatible with conventional codecs (e.g. AMR) or DSR optimized codecs.

· Role of IMS versus Packet Switched network has been clarified.

· Updates to address the administration of SES services and related service provisioning issues (security, billing etc…).

· Editorial and text clarification text agreed at SA-1 SWG (Sophia Antipols), SA-1 SWG (Rome) and SA-1 SES (Durango)
