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TSGsCN, T and RAN are used to seeing draft CRsto 01.01 / 41.101 and 21.101 at each plenary meeting. Those CRs
were then corrected in the light of the meetings currently taking place, and approved at the end of the SA plenary.

Now that Release 6 versions of these Technical Specifications exist, the task of reviewing the CRs is beginning to
become unmanageable for delegates and Specs Manager alike. Therefore, although those CRs will still be produced,
they will be presented only to SA. For the TSGs which meet in the preceding week, the matrix in this document is
provided instead. It iseasier to see at aglance which TS and TR appearsin each Release, and it is even possible to
identify the current version of each spec.
