1. Overall Description:

SA1 would like to thank ETSI TISPAN for their LS on TISPAN requirements for Presence. SA1 is happy to comply with the request to modify the stage 1 specification for the 3GPP Presence Service in TS 22.141 so it is no longer mobile network specific. SA1 has modified the proposed CR received as an attachment of the LS from ETSI TISPAN and hopes this enables ETSI TISPAN to easily reuse TS 22.141 for ETSI TISPAN NGN. The CR to TS 22.141 agreed by SA1 is attached to this LS for information.

During discussion of the proposed CR from ETSI TISPAN an issue was raised regarding the terminology used in 3GPP specifications and its impact on the ability of ETSI TISPAN to reuse 3GPP specifications for ETSI TISPAN NGN. The term ‘3GPP’ is used extensively in 3GPP stage 1 specifications, e.g. when referring to ‘3GPP subscribers’ or the ‘3GPP System’, based on the LS received from ETSI TISPAN on this subject it would seem that the exclusive use of the term ‘3GPP’ in TS 22.141 has prevented unmodified reuse of this specification by ETSI TISPAN. For this reason SA1 would like to ask ETSI TISPAN if general use of term ‘3GPP’ (or other terms such as ‘3GPP subscribers’ or ‘3GPP System’) within 3GPP stage 1 specifications is problematic when reusing these specifications for ETSI TISPAN NGN, or whether the presence service was an exceptional case? If usage of 3GPP specific terminology is problematic for ETSI TISPAN SA1 would like discuss this issue further and come to a mutually agreeable methodology for producing 3GPP stage 1 specifications that enables unmodified reuse of these specifications for ETSI TISPAN NGN.

SA1 views smooth collaboration with ETSI TISPAN as extremely important for maximising commonalities between the systems defined by both 3GPP and ETSI TISPAN. Therefore, SA1 would also like to ask TSG SA for guidance on how to progress dialogue with ETSI TISPAN on this issue, as well as ask for guidance on how far 3GPP stage 1 specifications should be generalised to enable unmodified reuse for ETSI TISPAN NGN.

2. Actions:

SA1 respectfully requests that ETSI TISPAN provide feedback on how problematic the usage of 3GPP specific terminology is in the reuse of 3GPP specifications. In the case that this is problematic, SA1 would like to encourage ETSI TISPAN to suggest a method for producing 3GPP stage 1 specifications in a manner that enables unmodified reuse for ETSI TISPAN NGN.
