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	The redirection functionality is currently described in an ambiguous way. It is not a PCEF/TDF decision (wheter or not to perform the redirection) but the enforcement of the PCRF decision. Furthermore, the possibility to use a locally configured redirection destination address (in the absence of redirect destination information in an ADC rule with redirection enabled) is very limited given the fact that redirection requires the support of the specific protocol as well as an appropriate server for the application traffic.

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	The specification is corrected by rewording the PCEF/TDF description of the redirection functionality and detailling the description of the PCRF control for it.

Redirection

Redirection of application traffic is an option applicable in the TDF or the PCEF enhanced with ADC.

Redirect information (enabled/disabled) within an ADC rule instructs the PCEF or TDF to perform redirection or not towards a specific redirect destination. The redirection is enforced by the PCEF enhanced with ADC or the TDF on uplink traffic matching the ADC rule for which redirection is enabled.

PCRF controls redirection by provisioning and modifying dynamic ADC rules over Gx interface or Sd interface. The PCRF may enable/disable redirection and set a redirect destination for every ADC rule.
