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Discussion

The source companies believe that the minimum set of functionality required for UPCON in Release 12 is the capability to enforce application and/or customer specific congestion mitigation in the downlink direction in non-roaming scenarios, e.g., throttling specific applications and/or customers in case of congestion to preserve other (higher priority) flows and/or customers.

The following aspects can instead be treated with lower priority:

· Uplink Congestion Mitigation – as user plane congestion is predominantly a downlink issue today.

· Content specific UP prioritization (Video) – as some of the basic congestion mitigation functions allow also controlling of specific applications like video.

· Attended / Unattended traffic optimizations – as this can be considered a congestion mitigation optimization.

· Roaming issues (besides the support for LBO, the ability to disable congestion reporting for roaming users if a CN-based solution is deployed in the VPLMN, and the capability to enforce a default congestion mitigation polity for inbound roamers if RAN traffic differentiation is employed in the VPLMN) – as the amount of roaming traffic is typically marginal.

Based on the above consideration the source companies have concluded that the list provided below represents the functionality needed to specify and provide in Release 12 an essential initial capability for UPCON, with the remaining functionality to be addressed in Release13.
Proposal

The following UPCON components (as described in the submission from the SA2 chairman in SP-130337) are proposed to be retained in Release 12:
· (A) RAN Traffic Differentiation
· (E) Dynamic Policy Control
· UPCON components listed in SP-130424 for CN-based solutions.
