DISCUSSION

1. Introduction:
TSG #63 was the first trial to convene the 3GPP TSG Plenaries in one week with the agreed set-up to facilitate cross TSG coordination and joint sessions for TSG RAN and TSG SA. 

2. Discussion:

In the course of the discussion and arrangements for the TSG#63 there was no guidance given or information provided on the way of evaluating the benefit and feedback of this setup as well as the impact to member companies and hosts.

The following considerations need to be taken into account for next steps:

1. Benefit of the joint session held with RAN and SA – is it likely that this kind of common meeting will create a better community with increased mutual understanding?
2. Drawback of parallel meetings – were contentious topics discussed in both RAN and SA during the overlap period?  Did discussions take place missing interested parties who were in the other room at the time?
3. Impacts to members companies on delegation days – were there any difficulties experienced by companies or individuals?
4. Impacts to hosts on organizing meeting rooms and hotel rooms – was the attendance as usual or increased or decreased?
5. Are there alternatives which could be considered – “2-week plenary” or “6 day plenary (e.g. many other organisations start their standards meetings on Sunday or finish on Saturday)”
3. Action:
It is expected that the above mentioned issues are addressed in the course of setting the next steps of meeting arrangements. It is proposed to open the possibility to perform a detailed evaluation and feedback from the participants by commencing an anonymous survey to base the decision for future TSG Plenaries on.
