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	Reason for change:
	The two requirements [R-5.14-001] and [R-7.11.3-001] as written currently overlap, as the requirement in [R-7.11.3-001] specifies the Off-Network behaviour, whilst the requirement [R-5.14-001] specifies the On and Off-Network behaviour. Therefore it is proposed that the duplication is removed by removing [R-7.11.3-001].
When considering the requirement [R-5.14-001] there was a concern that the requirement implies that the codecs should be able to be updated via ProSe (Off-Network) mechanisms, this is not what was intended. It was also agreed that the update of codecs is not simple as it relies on the UE supporting that codec, therefore the requirement should be written to indicate that the MCPTT Service needs to have the flexibility to be used with different codecs, but without specifying how those are updated on the UEs.

	Consequences if not approved:
	There will be confusion and the ambiguity as to the intent of the requirements. This could mean that stage 2 and stage 3 groups spend time working out how ProSe could be used to provide codecs Off-Network, when the requirement is that the service should allow different codecs to be used by the MCPTT Service on and off network. This simplifies the requirement and should ensure that as a minimum the protocol could signal which codec version is used to allow potential negotiation/ transcoding as required.
