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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG SA thanks ITU-T SG2 Q1/2 for raising questions in LS SP-150582.

3GPP TSG SA has discussed the LS and would appreciate it if further information could be provided regarding the scenario(s) being considered.
Limitations on “maximum number of MNCs” could come from using specific deployments, where each might have different constrains. As a very simple model, a service provider could have just an HSS and its own agreements for (national) roaming. Then UEs of the service provider could roam in the PLMNs with which roaming agreements exist. As another model, there exist network sharing scenarios. 3GPP TSG SA wonders whether there are more specific assumptions on the wanted model(s).

In addition it should be noted that different models are largely determined by contractual, business and operational aspects, which are not within the scope of 3GPP.
3GPP TSG SA is afraid that based on the original contents of the LS only a partial analysis is possible, which might lead to providing misleading information and therefore 3GPP TSG SA would very much appreciate further clarification on your assumed use cases.
