1. Introduction

[bookmark: _GoBack]EVS Codec was standardized in Rel-12 in December 2014. Specifications include both fixed-point and floating-point format in TS 26.442 and TS 26.443 respectively.

In the meantime, both fixed-point and floating-point EVS specifications were updated in subsequent CRs and the corrections resulted in a stable code. SA#73 meeting has recently approved a further change to the floating point specification (SP-160589) fixing an interoperability problem with the fixed-point EVS codec. This means that EVS codecs according to floating-point EVS specification prior to 12.7.0 and, respectively, 13.3.0 may still suffer from this problem both with the fixed-point EVS codec and with the latest floating-point code version (12.7.0/13.3.0).  

2. Proposal

In order to provide clarity for EVS implementers and to prevent them from accidentally using an outdated floating-point code version, TSG SA WG4 propose to withdraw obsolete (superseded) versions of floating-point EVS specification, as follows:

TS 26.443 (floating-point)
· Withdraw versions 12.2.0 through 12.6.0
· Withdraw versions 13.0.0 through 13.2.0
