A security architecture for protecting interworking private and group media between a 3GPP mission critical system and a non-3GPP mission critical system requires analysis, evaluation and documentation in SA3 based on finalization of the SA6 interworking normative work.
SA6 do not yet have functional architectures for migration and interconnection. Should these be defined within Rel-15, SA3 will need to evaluate the security of these architectures.
