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Abstract: This document presents the discussion related to User data migration and coexistence
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Rationale
At SA2 meeting#127bis, China Mobile presented document S2-185040 for discussion on issues arising at user data level, when deploying a 5G core. The meeting agreed the coexistence of 4G and 5G user data, and their different architectures, will indeed bring complexity in several networks and thus, deserves a study.

A proposed SID, for SA2 approval, was created as the result of this agreement where the intended work to be done was outlined (the document accompanies this presentation, for information).

For procedural reasons the new SA2 SID proposal could not be discussed so, considering that user data is possibly the most critical feature to be resolved at network deployment, the supporting companies decided to submit the proposal to this plenary. 

The supporting companies want to note that the proposed SA2 SID has been made available to SA2 experts for information, support and comments, both in off-line discussions and by sharing it via SA2 exploder. 

The companion document, SP-180519, contains the SID requested for approval, so that SA2 can proceed with the new study in the upcoming meeting, in order to conclude a solution for this critical issue in Rel-16 that satisfies different network scenarios. 
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
