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Abstract
TSG SA#80 determined a set of prioritized features both in SA and RAN. In SP-180581, endorsed in joint session, five topics were flagged as ‘coordination needed’. This document proposes how to proceed with coordination in these cases.

The coordination between SA and RAN should provide TSGs with the opportunity to identify and resolve problems quickly and to ensure clear and sufficient communication regarding progress.
The coordination should not impose any additional burden on TSGs in terms of procedure when there are no issues to resolve.
2	Discussion

NOTE: This section should also flag any critical dependencies that need TSG attention. 
	
A Status Report lists information useful to all members of the community and is used in RAN for flagging issues. It is not suggested to begin using Status Reports in SA in general. However, for the specific case of items on the list of items to coordinate, it is proposed that rapporteurs of the SA & CT items provide such a Status Report (filling in only clauses 1 and 3), submitting these to each SA plenary if there are any cross-TSG coordination issues.
This clause will be used to capture issues related to cross-TSG work. These include, but are not restricted to:
· Whenever a SA WG has to wait for a RAN WG to take some action before proceeding with work (or vice versa).
· Whenever there is contention between WGs in different TSGs, for example if it is not clear which group will take a decision or how.
Submissions of Status Reports to SA would enable SA to improve its oversight of select critical work and study items and to trigger discussions for coordination between SA and RAN. Also, early submission of status reports with cross-TSG issues would improve cross-company coordination and preparation for plenary. The Joint Session agenda could be known in advance, at least for these issues.
While the issues identifiedd in these documents are also included in diverse WG chairman’s reports to SA, a consolidated view is sought at the work area level, from the perspective of the SA (and, if issues emerge, CT) progress. For this, it is requested that rapporteurs work together and submit a single Status Report for each of the areas listed below.
At present, tracking the following study items and work items would achieve this goal:

For these work areas, as more working groups become involved, more building blocks or WIDs start, they too must be coordinated.
As features progress in RAN and SA, these can be added to the table above – either in an existing Work Area row, or by adding additional rows.
3	Proposal
It is proposed, starting in TSG#82 that rapporteurs listed in Table 1 submit a Status Report  if needed. There would be one Status Report per work area, coordinated between SA rapporteurs at least. SA rapporteurs should also work with rapporteurs from RAN WGs, and if needed, CT to report a complete 3GPP-wide view of issues.
This coordination activity will be added on the agenda of TSG SA for the items highlighted in Table 1. Additional areas may be handled with tight coordination, as RAN and SA decide.
[bookmark: _GoBack]It is proposed that rapporteurs submit a Status Report for a work area only if:
· There is a new agreement (in any SA or CT WG) that will require cross-TSG coordination; or
· There are new or outstanding open issues with cross-TSG impacts.
Rapporteurs are asked to fill in only the header & clause 3 (and if needed 4) of Status Reports to SA, and only for work areas that require coordination.  That is, if there is nothing to report, no Status Report is submitted.
The Status Report will be presented in joint session with RAN for resolution of cross-TSG issues. This is independent of existing status reporting per WG, per WID.
The deadline for submission of the Status Report submission will be early, to allow companies to review them well in advance of TSG meetings. The proposed due date for Status Reports is shown below, 7 working days before the beginning of TSG SA.
