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Overall description:

At RAN#82, 3GPP received LS ITU-R WP5A/TEMP/366 = RP-182235 = SP-180928 from ITU-R WP5A, providing the latest status of M.1746-0 “Harmonized frequency channel plans for the protection of property using data communication”. 
RAN #82 proposed to send a response to WP5A highlighting the possibility of using 3GPP technologies for the type of services described in recommendation M.1746-0, in particular highlighting the suitability of globally harmonized IMT bands and the suitability of technologies such as NB-IoT and LTE-M, which provide long battery life and large coverage, which seem to nicely fit the service description in M.1746-0.
RAN #82 provided LS RP-182785 = SP-181223 to SA #82 for review. SA #82 reviewed it but did not modify it.
Actions:

3GPP TSG SA asks 3GPP PCG to review SP-181254, to approve an outgoing version and to provide it to ITU-R WP5A via "Individual Members (for PCG or TSG review) coordinated by ITU sector convener".

3GPP RAN has not developed systems specifically for the protection of property. 3GPP technologies could, however, be deployed for such services. In particular, technologies such as NB-IoT and LTE-M (eMTC) can provide long battery life and large coverage in low frequency bands. 
3GPP does not consider necessary to provide the technical characteristics of such 3GPP technologies for M.1746-0, since those are already documented in other ITU-R recommendations

, relevant to IMT services, and would like to note the suitability of globally harmonized IMT bands for such services.
3GPP is looking forward to continuing the fruitful collaboration with ITU-R WP5A.
