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Context
At TSG#95, the first version of the "Guidelines on WIDs names and acronyms" was proposed to CT (CP-220370), RAN (RP-220065) and SA (SP-220273). The aim of these guidelines is to improve the commonalities between all 3GPP TSG and WG, avoiding unnecessary divergences, and easing the tracking of the impacts of a Feature onto the different 3GPP groups. 
CT#95 endorsed the proposal, after some clarifications.

RAN#95 handled the proposal by NWM, which generated the report in  RP-220882.
SA#95 postponed it to SA#96, to give more time to collect offline comments.

At TSG#96, another version was provided, in SP-220698, which included most of the RAN#95's comments (i.e. the ones for which there was a clear consensus) made in  RP-220882. 
SA#96 decided to conduce an e-mail thread on it, that would result in: "the WP Manager to produce an updated version including the comments received online, and potentially a companion contribution if conflicting comments were not possible to be resolved. This new version would be the proposal to be sent to plenary for further discussion and possible approval (by all three TSGs).", and this was to be done by SA#97 deadline.
Over this e-mail thread, only one comment was made, by the SA5 Chair, proposing that MCC defines the Acronyms, while the Names will continue to be proposed by the WGs – and reviewed at the plenary.
MCC defining the acronyms is already the case, at least in RAN: the WID template states, for the acronym field: {Propose an acronym. Final acronym to be confirmed at the plenary.}. And SA confirmed on several occasions that the last word on acronyms should be for the WP Manager, as to maximise the consistency between acronyms. This point shall also be enforced/reminded/clarified in CT and SA process (no ambiguity in RAN, where this is permanently applied).
Proposed endorsements at TSG #97
SA and CT#97 are asked to endorse that:
-
Working groups can propose acronyms for the WIs agreed by their meetings

-
MCC and the work plan manager will endeavour to check and, whenever necessary, propose changes to the acronyms already during the WGs meetings (note: this may not be always possible).

-
In cases where coordination is not possible before the plenaries, MCC/Work plan manager can, after informing the rapporteur of the WI and the WG chair, change the acronym to align with the guidance document recommendation and harmonise with the acronyms used in the other groups. This task can be performed during or right after the plenary. The official acronym is then the one that will appear in the Work Plan.
This process is already followed in RAN, thus the process for RAN is unchanged.
TSG#97 are also asked to endorse the attached revised guidelines.
