Discussion and conclusion:
Slide 9:	AT&T asked whether Ambient IoT is proposed in Rel-18 or Rel-19. The TSG RAN Chair replied that there is no intention to discuss Rel-19 until after the December TSGs and there is no guarantee for any WI in Rel-19 at this time. This will be subject to discussions in a RAN Rel-19 Workshop. AT&T asked whether any Rel‑18 Work is expected to be done on this. Study will start in December 2022, but the Release is not yet fixed and the Study work should follow on from SA WG1 / SA WG2 Study conclusions. T-Mobile USA asked what type of coordination is intended. The TSG RAN Chair replied that it is not expected that all SA WG1 input will be adopted and coordination will need to be done on a case-by-case basis. The SA WG1 Chair reported that the SA WG1 Study work has not yet been sent for information and an update of SA WG1 Status can be provided in November.
Slide 9:	Intel commented that there have been discussions on Rel-19 content planning and this can be used as a use-case example for this. The TSG RAN Chair clarified that these are Rel-18 Studies and there is no guarantee that any of this work will be included in Rel-19. The TSG SA Chair commented that coordination between TSG SA and TSG RAN is working well and utilizes cross-TSG sessions when needed. More discussions on this topic can be expected at the upcoming TSG meetings. The Rel-19 content planning and time-line discussions are progressing and the time-line may be fixed once the content has been agreed upon. No time-line will be agreed in TSG SA without coordination with TSG RAN and TSG CT.
Slide 9:	Deutsche Telekom commented that it is unfortunate that this Rel-18 Study work starts now, as if the RAN work is delayed beyond Rel-18 then there will be a mismatch of Features in CT and SA Rel-18 specifications. The TSG RAN Chair replied that no special handling is expected for the Rel-18 and Rel-19 timelines. Huawei commented that there is no plan to do any normative work in Rel-18 and normative work would be proposed for Rel-19.
Slide 10:	Samsung asked what the expectation on the broadcast and Multicast work was. It was clarified that different companies have different views on this topic and the details need to be left to SA WG2 and RAN WG3 coordination.
T-Mobile asked for the following statement to be recorded:
While T-Mobile USA is generally supportive of the Ambient IoT work, we would like our concern noted in the TSG SA report about the timing and alignment of this work. That is, the RAN study on Ambient IoT should not begin prior to the conclusion of the SA WG1 study in TR 22.840 as this may cause misalignment between the two TSGs, as well as cause RAN to pursue redundant/unnecessary vectors in the study that could lead to uncomplimentary conclusions and/or potential requirements for Ambient IoT.
The TSG RAN Chair was thanked for this report, which was noted.

Abstract: ITU-R Working Party (WP) 5D is developing a new Report ITU-R M.[IMT.MULTIMEDIA], which addresses the capabilities of IMT-2020 to distribute multimedia content such as video, audio, text and graphics, including support for real-time multimedia interactive applications. This report also addresses the capabilities of IMT-2020 user devices and base stations to support such multimedia communications with low latency and wider transmission bandwidth. Current preliminary draft working document being developed in the WP 5D is enclosed for reference. This work has been initiated under Question ITU-R 262/5. WP 5D would like to invite the External Organizations to provide information on any aspects of such multimedia communications and other related material that would contribute to the completion of this Report. External Organizations are invited to provide material preferably to the 42nd meeting of WP 5D but no later than 43rd meeting of WP 5D, as appropriate. WP 5D looks forward to collaborating with External Organizations on this matter and WP 5D will keep the External Organizations informed of the progress of this work.

Discussion and conclusion:
General:	The TSG RAN Secretary commented that there is no milestone defined for Performance parts of RAN work Items as they follow on from the main work item completion. 
Slide 16:	T-Mobile USA commented that this may need to be reviewed also when receiving the report from the TSG RAN Chair.
The MCC Work Plan Manager was thanked for this report, which was noted.

SP-220968 (OTHER) Guidelines on WIDs names and acronyms (ETSI MCC (Work Plan Manager))
Comment: Revision of SP-220953
Discussion and conclusion:
It was clarified that the first opportunity is for MCC to suggest corrections at the WG level, but some items may need to be corrected after TSG approval. There had been some issues raised with having common acronyms for all related WIs. The TSG SA Chair asked whether any corrections would be distributed over the e-mail reflectors. Huawei commented that this should not be done unilaterally by MCC, but Rapporteurs need to be consulted on their WIs before changing the Acronyms or Titles. The SA WG2 Chair asked what is being endorsed as there needs to be flexibility for WGs to have useful Acronyms and asked whether acronyms would be assigned by MCC in the same way as UIDs are allocated now. If there are WIs agreed in a WG meeting then work can usually start at the next meeting and needing to wait for acronyms until after TSG approval may introduce some problems. Thales asked what the problem was in the example used for 5GSAT.
The Work Plan Manager clarified that the idea is to consult with Rapporteurs and not to change anything except to add clarity or structure to the Work Plan. It was considered better that the WG proposes an Acronym and MCC would change only if there is an obvious misalignment. For use of Acronyms before introduced into the Work Plan, there can be alignments made at the following TSG Plenary.
Ericsson commented that the TSG should approve WIDs with definitive and correct Acronyms and MCC should do the checking before the TSG submission or at TSGs so that the Members make the decision on the Acronyms.
Matrixx commented that the improvement of clarity of the Work Plan is very important to Verticals and this would help in presenting the Work outside of 3GPP providing good visibility of the Features under development. The TSG SA Chair did not agree that the 3GPP work plan and organisation can be determined only by using Acronyms.
Samsung commented that changing acronyms would not improve visibility of the work and a study on this concluded that there needs to be intelligent exposure of the work though the web site.
The TSG SA Chair agreed with the Ericsson proposal that the final Titles and Acronyms need to be TSG approved.
The SA WG2 Chair agreed that TSG should approve Work Items with correct Titles and Acronyms and efforts can be made for alignment before the TSG approval of the WIs, delegates can be asked to follow the guidelines to reduce the problem of needing revision at TSG.
Based on this discussion the following bullets were endorsed by TSG SA:
-	Working groups can propose acronyms for the WIs agreed by their meetings
-	MCC and the work plan manager will endeavour to check and, whenever necessary, propose changes to the acronyms already during the WGs meetings (note: this may not be always possible).
-	In cases where coordination is not possible before the plenaries, MCC/Work plan manager can, after getting the consent of the rapporteur of the WI and the WG chair, change the acronym to align with the guidance document recommendation and harmonise with the acronyms used in the other groups. This task can be performed during the plenary. The official acronym is then the one that will appear in the Work Plan.
