Justification

In addition to Multimedia Priority Service (MPS) for MMTEL voice/video calls and MPS for DTS specified in TS 22.153, authorized MPS Service Users also need priority for messaging services in periods of network congestion during which normal commercial messaging services are degraded.
4
Objective

The objective is to define normative stage 1 requirements to support MPS for Messaging services.
The Rel-19 scope of MPS for Messaging is:

1. End to end priority treatment of point to point messages and messages to/from the Message Service Center when MPS for Messaging is authorized and activated for an originating UE with a subscription for MPS using IMS Messaging for the messaging service, 
2. Priority treatment of messages to/from the Message Service Center when MPS for Messaging is authorized and activated for a UE or IoT device with a subscription for MPS using SMS or MMS for the messaging service, and
3. End to end priority treatment or point to point messages and messages to/from the Message Service Center when MPS for Messaging is authorized and activated for an originating UE or IoT device with a subscription for MPS using MSGin5G for the messaging service.
NOTE  1:
MPS for Messaging may make use of commercial messaging service offerings provided by the operator. However, the messaging application services (e.g., Rich Communication Service (RCS) using IMS Messaging, SMS, and MMS) and inter system aspects are outside 3GPP scope. 
NOTE  2:
End to end priority can be provided by the 3GPP system when both the originating UE and the destination UE are using IMS Messaging service.  When the originating UE is using IMS Messaging service but the destination UE is not using IMS Messaging service, priority treatment is provided by the 3GPP system only to/from the Message Service Center. 
NOTE 3:
When the MPS subscribed UE or IoT device is using SMS/MMS, priority treatment is provided by the 3GPP system for the messages to/from the Message Service Center. The SMS and MMS platforms and inter system aspects are outside of 3GPP scope. 
NOTE 4:
End to end priority can be provided by the 3GPP system when both the originating UE or IoT device and the destination UE or IoT device are using MSGin5G.  When the originating UE or IoT device is MSGin5G but the destination UE or IoT device is not using MSGin5G, priority treatment is provided by the 3GPP system only to/from the Message Service Center. 
NOTE 5:
SMS options in scope are SMS via NAS and SMS over IP (i.e., SMS over MAP and SMS over SGs are not in scope). 

NOTE 6:
MSGin5G is only applicable to 5GS.
