Justification

In Release 17 EDGEAPP, Annex C and Annex D of TS 23.558 has captured some initial alignment aspects of EDGEAPP with ETSI MEC and GSMA OPG respectively. In a joint workshop with GSMA OPG (Jan 20222), mapping of EDGEAPP with GSMA OPG requirements were presented, including the APIs and architecture mapping with ETSI MEC and GSMA OPG from TS 23.558 (Rel-17). It is essential that 3GPP continues to work with external SDOs to harmonize the architectures as much as possible to avoid overlapping specifications or minimize duplication. Moreover, from the industry perspective, such alignment of the Edge Application architectures will further facilitate the adoption of edge standards and support the edge application developers.  
In Release 18 FS_eEDGEAPP (TR 23.700-98), a key issue has been identified to align the EDGEAPP, ETSI MEC and GSMA OP. There are multiple deployment considerations are also being captured as part of the TR 23.700-98. The objective is to study the alignment of the two edge computing architectures (EDGEAPP and ETSI MEC) and map/align them to satisfy GSMA OPG requirements. The alignment of EDGEAPP and ETSI MEC requires the deliberation on several topics such as i) alignment of EAS profile (EDGEAPP) and AppInfo (ETSI MEC); ii) alignment of EDGE-3 and Mp1 reference points; iii) alignment of EDGE-9 and Mp3 reference points; and iv) usage of CAPIF between the two architectures; 
In this WID, it is proposed to capture a summary of 3GPP EDGEAPP architecture, and aspects related to deployments, mapping and alignment with external SDOs such as ETSI ISG MEC and GSMA OPG. This external TR will be based on the outcomes of the normative work in TS 23.558 in Rel-18. 
4
Objective

The objective of the SA6 WID is to summarize the TS 23.558 specification in Rel-18 for external consumption and also captures the alignment and deployment aspects of EDGEAPP with ETSI MEC and GSMA OP architectures. 
The contents of the external TR will be based on the outcomes of the Rel-18 normative work in TS 23.558 (EDGEAPP_Ph2).
