· The meeting will be conducted electronically only, i.e. e-mail and GoTo-Meeting (GTM) online sessions will be the only means to attend the meeting.
· Registration Deadline: Tuesday, 6 December 2022, 08:59 UTC
Note: The registration deadline was introduced based on a recent PCG decision. 
· Input document submission deadline: Wednesday, 7 December 2022 – 23:59 UTC .
Note: documents made available after this deadline have not guarantee to be treated in SA#98-e, besides revisions assigned during the meeting. 
· Start of Meeting: Tuesday, 13 December 2022, 09:00 UTC

· End of Technical Meeting (finalization of documents): Friday 16 December 2022, 16:00 UTC 
· The focus of the meeting is to approve as much available material as possible. 
· The final set of tdocs and the final tdoc list including all tdoc status information will be available on Monday 19 December 2022 at around 17:00 UTC. This delay is necessary due to the way we handle revisions (see below). Nevertheless, the final status for all documents will be determined by the end of the meeting (and an updated agenda will be sent around soon afterwards), just the final tdoc number will not be available there.
· Please raise your comments on any technical issues early. For CRs provided by the WGs it is expected that you indicate any concerns to the SA chair and MCC before the meeting starts, so that the issue can be highlighted as an “issue for early treatment”. 

· All types of input document will be allowed.
· A separate SA session for reporting from MCC, RAN and CT will be held on Monday 19 December 2022 and will be the only topic on that Monday GTM session.
Note: 
all other documents on the SA#98-e agenda will be finished / completed / finalized on the Friday of the meeting at latest 16:00 UTC. No new tdocs/revisions “over the weekend” will be assigned. The date on Monday is simply for reporting and possibly endorsing LS’s which were worked on by several TSGs. It will not be possible to change the status (approved/noted/rejected) of a document after Friday 16:00 UTC.  All controversial cross-TSG issues need to be resolved by the same date/time.

· Delegates from 3GPP Individual Members (IMs) can accrue voting rights during 3GPP e-meetings. In order to accrue voting rights during SA#98-e, delegates need to make sure they register for the IM they intend to accrue the voting right for before the end of the registration deadline. Once the meeting started, delegates will receive an e-mail in which they are asked to “sign-in”, by sending a token to a server (similar to the procedures in face-to-face meetings).

Tdoc & Revision Handling
· Documents for which a number was requested but are not available at the start of the meeting will be marked withdrawn automatically. There will be no exception to this rule.
· Proposed revisions of documents can only be issued by the original author of the document and need to be uploaded into the revisions folder (see above) on the 3GPP server, indicating SP-22xxxx_revN, where SP-22xxxx is the original tdoc number and N is the latest revision number. The latest approved revision available at the closing of the meeting will then be renamed to a new tdoc number by MCC. 

· Note: if there is a case that the original author is not available, please contact the SA chair & MCC, so that a revision can be nevertheless uploaded if needed.
· Revisions will not be accepted before the start of the meeting. 
NOTE: WG agreed CRs and other agreed documents by WGs can be revised before the meeting, authors of such revisions should ask for revision numbers as usual.
· Revisions need to be made available latest 18 hours before the closing of the meeting.

· Documents / revisions for approval for which no comment were received by the end of the meeting will be marked approved.

· Once the meeting has closed, MCC will assign new tdoc numbers to the approved revisions (named SP-22xxxx_revN) and will convert the related documents into the new tdocs. Therefore authors of approved revisions don’t have to upload anything once the meeting is closed. 
E-Mails / E-Mail Subject Lines & Body Template

· Mails which do not follow the rules outlined in this section will be disregarded. 
· E-Mails sent on the SA reflector need to indicate as the start of the subject line 
[SA#98-e, AI#zzz, SP-22xxxx, SP-22yyyy, SP-22zzz_revN…], where 
· AI#zzz indicates the agenda item (see agenda attached) 
· SP-22xxxxx is the tdoc number to which the mail refers to (more than one tdoc number can be included). In case you want to comment on an agenda item for which no tdoc is available (e.g. AoB), please simply omit the tdoc number, e.g. [SA#98-e, AI#zzz]
· As shown above, the subject line can include more than one tdoc.

· Replies to E-Mails need to maintain the complete original subject line. If you want to change the subject please start a new thread.

· The discussion on a specific tdoc can go on in several different threads – e.g. on which references only a specific comment on a tdoc, another one which has several tdocs in scope.

· All preceding tags from the subject lines of mails (such as e.g. “Re:”) need to be removed, as long as this is in control of the delegates.

· The title of subject lines must be short and clear (e.g. “question for clarification”, “editorial comments”, “request for revision due to YYYY”, “objection due to XXX”)

· The body on an e-mail must be in accordance with the following template

(Text for official meeting minutes – max 256 characters)

</Minutes>
The text for the Minutes needs to clearly state the purpose of the mail, especially if the mail is sent due to revision request or as an objection. This should preferably be made clear in the very first sentence of the text included in the Minutes brackets.
· Comment (default value, can be omitted)

· Objection

· Revision request (technical)

· Revision request (editorial)

· Procedural question

· Support of objection/revision request/original version/… 

The text between the tags needs to be unique to a specific tdoc/revision, i.e. it needs to include the revision number (e.g. rev3). It also needs to include who is making the comment.

· Don’t attach documents to you e-mails, but upload them to the meetings working directory on the 3GPP server. If you have problems uploading your documents, please send them with the correct file name to the SA chair & MCC (not the whole list). They will be uploaded asap, please understand that due to different time-zones this might still take a while.
Block Approval / Block Noting / Block Endorsement

· [B1] Block 1: tdocs in AI 2.1 (LS in - proposed to note) will be noted on Tuesday 16:00 UTC (if not otherwise indicated)
· [B2] Block 2: tdocs in AI 2.2 (LS in - actions) which have a proposed action 'noted' will be noted on Wednesday 17:00 UTC (if not otherwise indicated)

· [B3] Block 3: all WIDs/SIDs/TSs/TRs in AI 6 marked for approval will be marked ‘approved’ on Thursday 16:00 UTC. All documents for information in AI 6 will be marked noted at the same time. (if not otherwise indicated)
· [B4] Block 4: all CR-Packs in AIs 16, 17, 18, 19 and 20 for which no unresolved comments or untreated revisions have been received by Thursday 12:00 UTC will be marked approved on Thursday 16:00 UTC.
· [B5] Block 5: all items in AIs 21 (Project Mgmt and TSG SA owned Specs) and 22 (AOB) will be marked approved/noted/endorsed on Thursday 16:00 UTC if no other requests were received.

Note that for all of the above this process might be further detailed and extended until the start and possibly also during the meeting. Also note that the chair might set specific deadlines during the meeting, e.g. when seen necessary to organize the approval of documents.
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
