Introduction
In SA#90-e, SA discussed and endorsed the use of inclusive language in all 3GPP specifications (SP-201042). Subsequently, SA approved a CR to 3GPP TR 21.801 (drafting rules) with an initial list of non-inclusive terminology to be replaced (SP-201142), and the decision communicated to all WGs (SP-201143).

Discussion
During SA#91-e, SA2 WID (ID_UAS) was revised in SP-210270 and approved with the replacement of the acronym UAS from “Unmanned Aerial Systems” to “Uncrewed Aerial Systems” in the same spirit and effort to use inclusive terms.
With this new terminology, SA2 continues to develop their Rel-17 specifications with the term “Uncrewed”. However, a number of 3GPP specifications across multiple WGs e.g. SA1, SA6, continue to use the old terminology, leading to 1) inconsistent use of the terminology across various 3GPP specifications and 2) the continued use of non-inclusive terminology.

It is therefore, proposed to add the term “Unmanned” and the suggested replacement term “Uncrewed” to the Annex K of 3GPP TR 21.801. This will ensure consistency across specifications and serve as a trigger for the 3GPP WGs to comply with the new term.
A corresponding CR to TR 21.801 is available in SP-210554.

Proposal
It is proposed that SA:
1) Endorse the replacement of existing term “Unmanned” to “Uncrewed”, based on this discussion paper;

2) Approve the corresponding CR to 3GPP TR 2.1801 in SP-210554, and;

3) Liaise with 3GPP TSG/WGs on the addition of this new term to the list of non-inclusive terminology or task the WGs to carry out the necessary replacement activity by recording the action in the meeting report.[image: image1.png]
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
