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A number of current and future services require the ability for an external IP network to “push” data to a GPRS terminal. In this context an IP-client at the mobile must have an association with the external IP network to allow the external network to send data whenever the mobile is reachable. S1 feels that it is important that the UMTS packet services can effeciently support push services. IP addresses may be assigned dynamically or statically. The possible solution should cover both cases.

S1 asks S2 and N3 whether this capability is already supported in GPRS or if it requires further work in the technical GPRS specifications. If the solution already exists S1 asks S2 and N3 to indicate the service capabilities associated with the solution and its implications in terms of efficiency and addressing as seen by the user, GPRS operator and external IP network.

S1 would like to develop requirements for this type of services, but we are unsure about the existing level of support. There also appear to be inconsistencies between the way access to external IP-networks is described in 22.060 section 4.6 and the way it is described in 23.060and 29.061. S1 would welcome input from S2 and N3 on whether they agree that there are inconsistencies, and any indication on how these might be resolved.
