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Liaison Statement on Multimedia Messaging (MMS)

The TSG SA-WG1 MMS adhoc is in receipt of TSG SA-WG2's liaison statement on ‘Comments on T2-99785’  in TSGS2#9(99)C05.

The TSG SA-WG1 MMS adhoc responds as follows to the points raised in the received LS:-

· S1 and T2 specifies the MMS functionality needed in the network with respect to  the MMS stage1 and stage2 description. This work can be performed independently from the VHE work.

It is S1 which will identify the user and operator requirements in the Stage 1, and for T2 to specify the functional description to support the requirements in the Stage 2.  

S1 will ensure co-operation between the MMS Stage 1 and VHE Stage 1 specifications in order to support VHE: the MMS and VHE work cannot be performed independently.

· S1 specifies the service capability features for MMS in the VHE stage 1 description, based on the MMS stage1.  Service Capability Features that can be considered are: Notification of incoming message, the possibility to send MM messages, the possibility to block further transmission of messages, etc.. It shall be noted that S1 already specified a number of requirements related to message transfer, which might apply to MMS.   Any input from T2 will surely be highly appreciated by S1.

The VHE service capability features to support MMS will be defined in the T2 MMS Stage 2, described in the S1 VHE Stage 1 specification, and may additionally be referenced from the S1 MMS Stage 1 specification. 

The full set of VHE service capability features to support MMS is yet to be completed.

· S2 specifies the architecture issue’s and further details. In order to do this it will be needed that all specifications, described above, are stable (at least in v1.0.0) and agreed upon in  S1 and T2.

Agreed.

· Further work for the stage3 will be handled by appropriate working groups (CN for VHE, T2 for MMS).

Agreed.

Importantly, S2 is reminded that MMS is part of the user's VHE, and the user's MMS profile is part of the VHE user profile.  The user profile has been specified in the VHE Stage 1, however S1 notes that S2 has not yet defined the VHE user profile.  S2 is kindly requested to define the VHE user profile as a matter of urgency in order to support VHE in Release 99.
