Applicability of GPRS and EDGE requirements and tests

SMG7 GPRS and EDGE working groups are having difficulties to find which features are mandatory for all mobiles, and which features are optional. GSM 02.06 and GSM 02.07 make no mention of GPRS and EDGE.

SMG7 kindly requests that for GPRS and EDGE (and also for all other features developed in the future), a clear statement is made in the GSM core specification regarding the following items

1. prerequisites for GPRS and EDGE support in mobiles (e.g. whether GPRS mobiles must also support circuit switched basic services), and

2. the feature options available to mobiles within GPRS and EDGE, and

3. the effect of the selection of options on the applicability of individual requirements within the EDGE and GPRS specifications

Failure to do this may adversely affect the ability of SMG7 to achieve its objectives for the completion of these tests, and therefore affect the ability of manufacturers to implement mobiles and network infrastructure elements which will correctly interwork with each other.
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
