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4.4 Control of presence information

This chapter illustrates different possibilities and relations between presentity, attributes and watchers. Figure 5 illustrates a case where exists one presentity and multiple watchers groups (lists) and individual watcher. As can be seen from the figure the presentity provides different information for different watchers. Sailors are able to see only the user status information whereas wife and runners are able to see the user status and the location. Furthermore, the presentity is able to control what value of the presence information is delivered to different watcher groups (lists). For example, sailors and runners are able to see the user status but the sailors see the user being available whereas the runners see him/her as a discrete status. In addition to these it is possible that e.g. wife decides to watch only the user status information even if the location is formation is also authorised to her. In that case, location information updates would not trigger any presence updates to wife.
