Use of the Multicast mode of MBMS

In this scenario operator A has a service which delivers multimedia content to it’s subscribers.

Four cases are shown are:

Case 1 Many users within an multicast area have requested the service

Case 2 A Small number of users within an multicast area have requested the service

Case 3 Many users outside a defined multicast area requesting the service

Case 4 A roaming user 

Case 1

In this case the users are located in the defined multicast area and there are a sufficient number of users to justify multicasting the content over a common radio channel thus efficiently using resources.

Case 2

Although the user is within a multicast area there is an insufficient number of users to justify multicasting thus the end is transferred via a point to point link.

Case 3

The user(s) are outside the multicast area, the end service is transferred via point to point link(s).

Note: This does not rule out that a multicast area could be defined

Case 4

The user is roaming, the service is transferred via a point to point link
