Principles endorsed

Introduction of availability function in the OSA capability.

Lucent intent to make a simple “availability function” supported by OSA capabilities. It shall work for any type of network. 2G networks could reuse existing components to derive simple “Availability”. The idea was supported by Mike Pulke, ETSI and Siemens. Reservation were raised to which extend availibility can be part of the OSA support for Presence Service from Fujitsu. Ericsson stressed the point to have this function outside the Presence Service (but may use PRES if available) , it is a more highlevel and simple approach.

The rational to introduce it independently from Presence was the following:

· It can be used in a broader sense,

· it can be used by OSA applications although Presence Service might not be implemented in the network,

· it can be used and inherit to Presence Service,

· it is not limited to Release 5 core components. Openwave point out that the requested function could be resolved by existing functions, several methods available in legacy networks (HLR, CSE, etc).
