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Annex X (informative): Differences between User and Subscriber

In broadcast Mode: Subscription process does not exist, therefore only the term “users” is used.

In multicast mode:

How a user become to be a subscriber: 

Following are the activities take place for that process:

Offline activity:

· An agreement between the operator/VASP and the user is sighed regarding supplying MBMS multicast service by the operator/VASP to the user.

· User can be an individual person or a closed group (i.e. a company)

· The user become to be a member of a multicast group

After the user become a member of a multicast group:

· The user able to reject or activate the service at any time.

· The operator (i/e. in some cases of closed group) can activate the service for the user. The user can reject the service at any time.

·  After activating the service (by the operator or by the user) the user become to be a subscriber.

· The subscriber can receive the service’s data if he/she is located in the multicast area only.

· If the subscriber is going out of the multicast service area than he/she will stop from getting the service data. When he/she will enter again to the service area he/she will get again the service. There will be no need to activate the service again in that case.

Subscriber is user that has been subscribed as a member into a multicast group and have been activated the service (by him/her self or by the operator). The subscriber can get the service data when he/she is located in the multicast service group
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
