S2-012779: Ericcson proposal for support of the Network Status attribute, proposing mechanisms to re-use existing CS and PS functionality, as well as an F functionality in the HLR/HSS, and a G functionality in the Presence Servier.

· Nortel/Orange expressed concern at the direct MSC/Presence Server interface for the support of RA/LA updates

· Concern was expressed at the load which would be generated on the interfaces.

· It was stated that attach/detach is not sent to the HLR/HSS.

· Lucent stated that the proposals are simply re-using CSE capabilities

· Lucent stated that the F functionality being proposed for the HLR/HSS provided a value-add form of the status to the Presence Server, but suggested it would be more appropriate in the Presence Server

· Concern was expressed that support was only being shown for the legacy architecture, but it was clarified that contribution was only identify the impacts specific to the legacy architecture.  It did not mean that Ericsson did not want to see Presence support in the IMS.

Discussion moved on to how support the Presence Service requirements.  It was agreed to create a TR for the support of the Presence Service, which would only act as a “container” for a set of CRs to existing 23-series specifications.  No request would be made for a formal TR number.  The Chairman proposed that proposal from Ericsson should be taken into account when drafting CRs to S2 specifications to support the Presence Service.  Noted.

S2-012890: Nokia discussion paper, highlighting recent discussions within SA1, which identified that SA1 felt that it was out of scope for SA1 to define the values of the attributes for the Presence Service attributes.  Nokia proposed that both the attributes and the attribute values should be done within the same working group to ensure consistency.  It was agreed to draft an LS to S1 proposing a way forward for this.  Noted.

S2-012976 and S2-012978: an LS was drafted to SA1, requesting that the requirements for the presence service attributes and their values are defined as urgently as possible in order to make them available in R5.  The first draft in S2-012976 was noted, and an updated version in S2-012978 was agreed.

S2-012583: Motorola considered the IPv6 based Presence architecture, and proposed to exploit IPv6 capabilities to access information from the network, clarifying functionality of the interfaces associated with the Presence Server
· It was identified that two S-CSCFs were required: one for the Presentity, and one for the Watcher

· It was stated that ICMPv6 is used for polling and interrogation

· Motorola stated that the support of ICMPv6 would increase load by less than an extra 3%, however other delegates stated that this statistic is meaningless unless first agreeing the attributes to support.

S2-012815: Vodafone proposed  the introduction of an Outgoing Gateway Presence Server (OGPS), as well as an Incoming Gateway Presence Server (IGPS).

· It was noted that the flow identified for MMS and IMS were similar, and IMS solutions should be adopted where appropriate.

· Orange identified that authentication support would have to be supported.  

· It was also identified that this simple flow hid many other types of flows.  

· It was identified that it should be possible to go directly from the Watcher application directly to the Presentity’s Presence Server without having to go via the GPSs.

· It was identified that external access via the border gateways also needed to be supported.

· It was noted that the destination address should not only be for MSISDN support, as abstract services in the Presence Service do not have MSISDNs.

The proposal for the OGPS and ICPS was agreed as a concept, and the Chairman proposed that this should be taken into account when drafting CRs to S2 specifications to support the Presence Service.  Noted.

S2-012816: Vodafone proposed  the need for the watched MSISDN and domain name support should be standardised.

· It was identified that MSISDN local names were not the only possible local names, and that SIP URLs should also be supported, as well as other address mechanisms

The proposal was agreed in principle but multiple address mechanisms should be supported.  The Chairman proposed that this should be taken into account when drafting CRs to S2 specifications to support the Presence Service.  Noted.
