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1. Overall Description:
SA2 would like to kindly inform SA4 that it has reviewed TS 26.233 and TS 26.234 during SA2#23. SA2 did not identify any architectural problems with the TSes in Release 5.

SA2 is looking forward to work with SA4 in Release 6 in order to assure that overall architecture is consistent. 

SA2's current understanding is that the following topics are important  in Release 6.

· Relationship between PSS charging architecture with IMS charging architecture 

· A common DRM architecture for PSS and IMS multimedia applications

· SA2 is starting a GUP work for Release 6 and it may include a common mechanism to handle terminal capabilities for the PSS and IMS multimedia application. 

SA2 believes that taking the above mentioned approach will help align PSS with IMS multimedia applications in future releases.

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Development of Rel-5 Packet Switched Streaming (under 3GPP Feature “Extended Transparent End-to-End Packet-switched Streaming Service, PSS-E”) is in progress in SA4. Draft versions of Stage 1 description from SA1 have been taken as input to the SA4 PSS-E work. 

SA4 is responsible for producing two Rel-5 PSS-E specifications:

· TS 26.233 (Rel-5) “Transparent End-to-End Packet-switched Streaming Service (PSS); General Description”

· TS 26.234 (Rel-5) “Transparent End-to-End Packet-switched Streaming Service (PSS); Protocols and codecs” 
This document contains the latest SA4 draft versions of both TSs (TS 26.233 v.0.3.1, and TS 26.234 v.0.5.2), as a result of recent SA4 Packet Switched Multimedia (PSM) SWG meeting in January 2002. The draft TSs are attached to this document for information and for comments. SA4 will continue to work on these TSs during the next SA4 meeting (SA4#20 on February 18-22, 2002). The target is to finalise both TS in time for approval at TSG-SA#15. Comments from SA1 and SA2 are therefore kindly requested in time for SA4#20. 

Rel-5 Streaming will be brought through CRs to the existing Rel-4 versions of TSs 26.333 and 26.234. The CRs are expected to be presented at TSG-SA#15 and they will contain the additions of features to Rel-4. (Note that for clarity, the attached files do not contain the actual CRs, but instead the two Rel-5 TSs after the CRs have been implemented on them. The use of revision marks and highlighting with colours are explained in Editor’s Note on the front page of Draft Rel-5 TS 26.234.)
According to the PSS-E WID (Tdoc SP-010392), SA4 is the prime responsible WG for PSS-E Stage 2 specification, while SA2 has secondary responsibility. The Rel-5 PSS-E work in SA4 is based on Rel-4 streaming, and Rel-5 streaming will provide full backward compatibility with Rel-4 streaming. Only capability exchange is expected to be included as a completely new functionality in Rel-5. Therefore, SA4 feels that the architectural impacts in Rel-5 remain limited like in Rel-4. As explained at TSG-SA#14, for these reasons SA4 intends not to produce a separate TS for Stage 2 but plans to continue including the architectural considerations in the two 26-series TSs as was done for Rel-4. SA4 would appreciate the view of SA2 on the architectural impacts and considerations for PSS-E as SA2 has the expertise.
