Discussion:

The chairman presented S1-020727, which is the same WID as the R5 WID with some minor changes.  S1-020727 was the Release 6 WID which had been agreed in the SA1#15.

The proposal to move ahead was to create two different work items: one covering the work done in R5, and one covering the enhancements. (c.f. proposed WIDs in section 8.2)

It was questioned if the intention was to maintain two different TS. The chairman clarified that the intention was to have a unique specification. The first WID would be used to take the existing version of the specification to create V6.0.0. The second WID would be used to create a new e.g. V6.1.0.

It was commented that it would be better to create a new specification for the enhancements because it is better to have something stable to have Stage 2 and Stage 3 completed. It was objected that the other groups should start working on the current stage 1. The chairman explained that the WID 2 is mainly intended to cover maintenance on the TS because, for the moment, no new functionality is identified. 

It was decided that there was no need to have a WID 2: the initial WID for R5 will be used as a WID for R6 and will cover the maintenance work to the existing TS.  The list of supporting companies was updated, and the group agreed to submit this WID to the next SA1 plenary.

Following the discussion described in section 7, it was decided that it was not needed to have a second WID.

Conclusion:

S1-020727 and S1-020728 were noted, and an updated version of S1-020727 will be presented at the next SA1 meeting.

2.9 Work plan

It was proposed to have a two hour session in the Victoria meeting.

2.10 Closing of the meeting

The chairman thanked the ETSI staff for the facilities, and the delegates for their participation.
