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1. Introduction
This document provides proposals regarding scenario-independent user requirements for shared networks. These form a basis for further discussions concerning which user requirements shall be included in chapter 7 “User Requirements” of the TR.

2. Discussion
The list below identifies different user requirements for operators sharing networks. The aim should be to have the user requirements completely independent of the different network sharing scenarios discussed in the TR.

Basic user requirements for shared networks should include:

· That two or more operators have chosen to share a network shall not restrict or force the user to select any particular operator or leave the user confused about which operator he is being served by. The user must in all cases (e.g. while roaming) have complete freedom to choose any of the operators in the shared network, since they, for example, may have different services and/or charging principles.


· Shall support legacy (pre-Rel-6) UEs. This requirement is important since a Rel-6 network sharing solution may imply changes in the UEs. 


· The service capabilities and requirements shall not be restricted by network sharing scenarios. 

· The user security shall not be affected by different network sharing scenarios (e.g. handling of authentication information).

3. Proposal
We kindly propose to discuss the items listed above and to endorse these requirements in the TR.
