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Discussion:

Document S1-020821 “Push Service Background” (renumbered S1-020438 from Saalfelden) provided a revised annex A for TS 22.174. The refinement of the body of the TS eliminated the need for some of the explanatory material in the Annex. Discussion raised questions regarding similarity of A.2 mention of corporate and m-commerce.

Reassess annex A.2, removing any requirements, and determine whether they affect the present technical requirements. Ensure that the annex is only a “use case”. [Action for RIM]

Discussion:

Document S1-020736 “Enhancements to 22.174 (Push Service)”. This is a general clarification of the initial sections of the TS. The main changes are in clauses: 5.2 Provision and Withdrawal (new); 5.6 Service Management; 8 Charging.

Definitions were discussed. A single definition is required, rather than “Data package” and “Push data”. A second action is clarify “Delivery Network”

Chair indicated that either “network capability” or “service capability” should be used, and took that as an action item.

The figure was changed to indicate that the “Push Initiator” should be a box rather than a ‘server’. There was agreement to that the “push service” box should straddle the network border..

The chair indicated that operators could publish this [Push] as a web service. The proposition of person to person via SMS is different, and MMS is also different. The push capability should be specified, not another version of MMS.

“User agent” was changed to “push user agent”

During the discussion, there was agreement that Mode 0 is mandatory, and the other modes optional..

Discussion:

Document S1-020777 “Push Service Enhancements” clarifies the meaning of the Push Service. Most changes are in clauses 4 and 5.

Action items included: report on the consistency of use of “push data” [NTT DoCoMo],  consistency of use of “originating network” throughout the document [RIM], examine references within the several documents [RIM], initiation of email discussion on the wording of the second bullet under Key Service Characteristics (wish to define the ‘plug’ where other services can be placed in) [Ericsson],  dynamic IP address – come up with a new sentence [NTT DoCoMo]

The chair said the “delivery confirmation” should be part of the push service rather than a higher level.

Discussion:

Document S1-020833 (revision of TS 22.174 v0.6.0 to v0.7.0) Push stage 1.

This document was drafted during the meeting, by accepting the changes in S1-020736 as modified during the discussion, and then adding the changes of S1-020777 as modified during the discussion.

The Push Initiator shall be able to specify the bearer used by push.

Action items: Wording of the example to be discussed on email, examine “Security” in the v0.7.0 draft (this document) [chair], question of whether “Privacy’ should be similar to GUP Privacy [Siemens], look at profile and provisioning sections and recommendations [and comment on them] [Siemens]. 

Document S1-020835 (TS 22.174 v0.7.1) 

This document was drafted by accepting the changes of S1-020933. It will be used as the input document to the next Push SWG meeting, in Victoria.

Discussion:

Document S1-020837 “Push SWG Terms of Reference” (renumbered S1-020714). Discussion on the ToR resulted in the recommended document S1-020873.

Conclusion:

The contributions proposing modifications on TS 22.174 v0.6.0 were all dealt with. Two documents resulted, S1-020833 showing all the revisions from the previous version, and S1-020835 with those revisions ‘accepted’ thus providing an input document for the Victoria meeting.

The proposed “Push SWG Terms of Reference” S1-020837 were discussed, and modifications were made resulting in S1-020873.
