Discussion:

Document S1-020780 contained some definitions that were in the PRD from the GSM Association. It was suggested that all, or parts of the contribution, should be included in the TR. This was countered in that the document should be reviewed and may well be put into the vocabulary document 21.905.

The abbreviations would appear to have been cut from the IEEE specification. There was some concern regarding the abbreviations and it was decided to include the information that is discussed in the TR.

Conclusion:

It was agreed that the abbreviations in document S1-020780 should be reviewed to ensure that they relate to the information in the TR and a further contribution should be provided in due course. (S1-020813 or WLAN1).

Discussion:

Document S1-020781 contained some input for the section entitled Deployment and Usage Scenarios in TR.22 and added a section called 4.2.1 Network Coverage Scenarios. The document was reviewed on line and updates were made to change the terms GSM to 3GPP. It was asked how complete the permutations are and if they are appropriate. It was answered that the taskforce had looked at these over a number of months and these scenarios were considered the most likely scenarios.

It was asked why the scenario of an independently operated WLAN is not included. It was answered that there are some scenarios are missing, and these could be added in the future.

The first comment that the distinction is the logical separation and not the physical since by default the physical implies also logical separation. This was agreed and will be updated. 

There was some discussion on the definition of logical and physical integration. The first definition is a WLAN card with both 3GPP and WLAN radio access with one SIM inserted. The other definition is a WLAN card with to logical applications, 3GPP and WLAN. It was clarified that from a network point of view, one identity is supplied for both the WLAN and 3GPP access, both of which will be running simultaneously.

Discussion:

Document S1-020757 contained an information document regarding WLAN-3G Authentication issues. It provides supporting information for document S1-020756.

Conclusion:

Document noted; provided as information for S1-020757.

Discussion:

Document S1-020756 provided a text for decision on WLAN-3G Authentication issues. Considering market aspects, it is extremely important for the operators not to exclude any potential customer due to that their terminal is not equipped with an ICC card reader. GSM Association are discussing related issues.

This contribution proposes a requirement for an alternative, coexisting authentication solution, not dependent on the terminal hardware, such as an ICC card reader.

There was a slight issue with this. Currently all authentication mechanisms are based on the IC card, and if there is to be a number of authentication methods, whether based  on ICC or not, then some means needs to be provided in order to allow the operator to know which authentication is being used.

It was commented that there is a scenario in which there is no need for authentication in scenario 1. This was somewhat contraverted in that the having authentication or not is not the only difference between scenario 1 and the others. 

Conclusion:

There was no consensus on this issue and the contribution was noted.

Discussion:

Document S1-020762 contained a input on Uniform access to UICC from different ME(s) in a 3GPP UE. The UICC containing SIM or USIM has been identified as an option to meet security and access control requirements of 3GPP and WLAN interworking. In WLAN-3GPP interworking scenarios (scenario 2 and above), both 3GPP based ME and WLAN based ME will need access to (U)ICC device. This contribution formulates requirements for UICC-ME interface from the user’s perspective.

After some discussion it was decided that there was no consensus. It was proposed that there should be some text regarding seamless operation; there was some agreement and some comments indicating that this is not an issue for this group.

It was suggested that UE Functionality Split should look at this. However, this could not be adopted as an output of this meeting, but there is nothing to stop the contributor from submitting this document to the UEFS SWG. This was agreed.

Conclusion:

Document S1-020762 was noted.

Discussion:

Document S1-020770 contained roaming related issues for WLAN interworking. The document proposes that the standardisation work concerning interworking solutions should include work on enabling communication between databases belonging to different technologies as well as different administrative domains, allowing the interworking partners to have separate customer record. To allow these options to be considered by SA2 it is proposed that the marked text in italics is inserted in TR 22.934 v1.0.0, Clause 6.3.4.

Conclusion:

The text was updated and resulted in a revision in S1-020817.

Discussion:
