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Introduction

The TR 22.934 ‘Feasibility study on 3GPP system to WLAN interworking’ V 1.1.0 needs an update of its terminology to apply a coherent and consistent description of the interworking itself, the actions related to the interworking and the involved players and networks. This document is a proposal to provide such an update.

Proposals

This document contains two proposals.

The first one is to include the current text in chapter 3.1. The second one is to update the complete TR in accordance with the agreed set of terminology. This is in attachment.

3.1
Definitions

3GPP – WLAN interworking: The type of interworking between a 3GPP system and a WLAN that is the subject of this TR.

3GPP – WLAN interworking user (subscriber): A user (subscriber) that applies the 3GPP - WLAN interworking.
3GPP system (network): A cellular system (network) being defined by 3GPP.

3GPP - WLAN interworking operator: An organisational entity that has the legal and commercial responsibility of an interworking WLAN or 3GPP system or both. A user of 3GPP - WLAN interworking services normally has one single 3GPP - WLAN interworking operator.

Bluetooth: A short-range radio protocol intended for e.g. device-to-device communication.

Environment: The type of area to be covered by the WLAN network of a 3GPP - WLAN interworking; e.g. public, corporate and residential.

HPLMN: See TS 21.905.

Home WLAN: The WLAN that is interworking with the HPLMN of the 3GPP - WLAN interworking user.
Interworking WLAN (3GPP system): A WLAN (3GPP system) being part of a current 3GPP - WLAN interworking.

Network Operator Identifier: Identifier of the operator that provides WLAN coverage.

Owner : An organisational entity that has the formal and legal ownership of an interworking WLAN or 3GPP system or both.

Roaming: See TS 21.905.
Scenario: The level of integration between the 3GPP system and the WLAN.

Seamless service continuity: A type of service continuity in which the user will never notice any service degradation due to handover, connection re-establishment etc.
Service continuity: See TS 22.129.

Trust: The type of trust that is required between business partners or technical components that go together into a 3GPP - WLAN interworking operation.
Visited WLAN: An interworking WLAN different from the Home WLAN.

VPLMN: See TS 21.905.

WLAN: a collection of the existing and future wireless local area network technologies, such as IEEE 802.11, ETSI BRAN Hiperlan/2 and MMAC HiSWAN.

WLAN coverage: an area where wireless local area network access services are provided for interworking by an entity in accordance with WLAN standards.

WLAN roaming: The ability for a 3GPP – WLAN interworking user (subscriber) to function in a serving WLAN different from the home WLAN.
