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Introduction:

Question H of ITU-T Study Group 16, dealing with accessibility to multimedia systems and services, is pleased to notice that the Recommendations emerging from our work with Total Conversation and Text Telephony has been integrated in 3GPP specifications in the service called GTT. We have identified a need for interaction on a couple of points in this area.

CTM mode in V.18

We have observed that 3GPP has specified a robust modem for text transmission called CTM. We see a value in bringing the benefits of this modem to a wider application for text telephony and are now preparing inclusion of it in the ITU-T V.18 Recommendation for text telephone automoding.

CTM Transport in H.248 Annex F

We have got a request from 3GPP CN4, to include a possibility to use CTM as specified in 3GPP TS 26.226 as a transport for text from the media gateways in the mobile systems. This can be accomplished by defining the CTM transport in a similar way as other text transport methods are described in the "Text Conversation" package "txc" of H.248 Annex F. We are willing to support the action to specify this transport in co-operation with Q3/16, responsible for H.248.
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
