CN3 has especially concerns for how the information from the SDP parameters can be used for setting the UMTS QoS parameters. Also the UE must have guidelines for setting the UMTS BS Attributes for applications not using SDP. For the reasons mentioned in attached document N3-020118 it is important that the work of defining the UMTS BS Attributes is performed where the appropriate competence resides.

CN WG 3 has agreed to implement a procedure for specifying UMTS BS Attributes per Application that very much relies on cooperation from other WGs within 3GPP. CN WG 3 is asking these WGs (including SA1) to cooperate by performing their task in this procedure.

It was proposed that some work be done soon and Linda Werneman agreed to co-ordinate the work.

Document S1-020447 XE "S1-020447"  contained a CR to 22.115 on IP Multimedia Charging Guidelines. GSM Association SerG has approved a new Permanent Reference Document, SE.33, that defines operator requirements for the charging of 3G IP multimedia services. It is assumed that these requirements will be added to 22.115 by a different Change Request.

GSM Association has also established a CPWP (Charging Principles Working Party) to elaborate the operators’ charging requirements for key services and features. 

In particular, the CPWP has worked on charging requirements for IP multimedia services that are also captured in document SE.33. CPWP has also reviewed the 3GPP SA1 document TS22.115 and has agreed some additional comments that are summarised in document S1-020447 XE "S1-020447" .

It was noted there there are some proposals in another document S1-020276 XE "S1-020276"  (see section 8.0) at the meeting and it may be better to merge this with those.

There is some concern regarding the CR. In particular it was noted that the category is B and whilst it is possible to add new features to Rel-5, it may be rejected as being too late. Mr Friel indicated that the GSM Association would like this in Rel-5, but if not it must be clear when this would be made available as it impacts on the work in SE.33.

It was decided that Mr Friel should discuss this with the interested parties and provide a way forward. It may also be put into the IMS SWG.

Document S1-020446 XE "S1-020446"  contained a liaison statement from GSMA SerG regarding a request to provide additional location interface to GMLC. GSMA SerG has identified a need for a new GMLC – GMLC interface to meet the requirements for inter-operator location requests. A LS has been sent to SA2 XE "SA2"  and T2 XE "T2"  to ask for this work to be done and this is attached. It is understood that SA2 will consider this at their next meeting in the week beginning 18th February. 

It was agreed at the SerG meeting of 5-7th February that SA1 should be apprised of this request and the requirements for this proposed new interface should be explained, hence this liaison statement.

It was commented that this should be included in Rel-5 and that this should be possible since the work is not large. It was further commented that SA2 XE "SA2"  are holding many meetings to try to finish what there is to do now, and that there could be problems in adding to this even if it is small.

It was asked why a new interface was required. It was answered that SA2 XE "SA2"  did indicate that a workaround was possible, but still SerG decided that a new interface is a better way to implment this requirement.

There are also other documents relating to this which will be dealt with in the LCS. It was decided to send this to LCS in order to deal with the documents together (See section 10.1).

The report of the GUP SWG in Phoenix was provided in document S1-020192 XE "S1-020192" .

The first meeting of the SA1 Generic User Profile (GUP) SWG was held January 15th – January 18th, 2002, in Phoenix, Arizona, USA. The meeting was chaired by Randolph Wohlert, SBC Communications, with 24 participants. Paul Amery, Orange, served as the rapporteur and editor of the stage 1 specification.

At this meeting, significant accomplishments included the group reaching agreement on:

The principle that the initiative to standardize a Generic User Profile should be led by, and driven by requirements specified in the Stage 1 Specification.

The structure of the Stage 1 Specification

Fundamental concepts applicable to Generic User Profile

-
It’s still unclear if data redundancy / synchronisation within the network is required,

usage case considerations are pending.

-
Targeting completion of the stage 1 specification by September 2002

the current rapporteur will need to step down, and a new rapporteur for the GUP stage 1 specification is being sought.

Document S1-020555 XE "S1-020555"  contained a liaison statement on relationship of GUP to Subscription Management from SA5. There are a lot of details and it too detailed to deal with. Six LS to SA1 on LCS issues were dealt with.

A new LS to RAN4, copy RAN2 XE "RAN2" , on interpretation of LCS accuracy requirements for UMTS value-added services, was agreed.

Two CRs to TS 22.071,on change of area event for deferred LR and Requestor, were agreed.

Progress was made in clause 5 of TR 23.871. The result is in S1-020291 XE "S1-020291" . Clause 5 is service requirements for LCS enhanced user privacy.

It was commented that in the DSR SWG there is a fair degree of overlap between this and the work on DSR. 

Since there was no support, and a number of objections the document was noted. However, it was agreed to send document S1-020313 XE "S1-020313"  to the DSR SWG for review and possible incorporation. Any inputs to be send to the the DSR ad hoc.

Document S1-020004 XE "S1-020004"  contained a liaison statement from GERAN on the support of legacy transceivers in GERAN. In addition to this, document S1-020653 XE "S1-020653"  contained a further liaison statement from GERAN on the same subject. GERAN is providing one clarification on this LS. EFR and AMR 12.2 kbps are the same speech codec, but the channel coding is different, with the AMR 12.2 being significantly more complex. Therefore a network supporting EFR cannot be considered to support AMR 12.2. This explains why GERAN would prefer to see EFR in the mandatory set for GERAN MS supporting Iu mode.

It was decided that a CR and a liaison statement should be written. These were provided in documents S1-020655 XE "S1-020655"  and S1-020656 XE "S1-020656"  respectively.

The liaison statement was agreed subject to no objections on the email list next week (i.e. until the end of 22nd February 2002).

On the CR provided in document S1-020655 XE "S1-020655" , it was commented that the second bullet is in contradition with the sixth bullet. It was believe that this was not the case. It was noted.

The second issue of voice and data with 9.6 kbps will be deferred to an email discussion.

Document S1-020276 XE "S1-020276"  contained a CR 22.115 Charging and billing. It was asked if this could be put into Rel-5. The answer was that this has not been checked. However, it could be put into Rel-6. Also SA1 needs to identify the impact on other groups which has not really been done.

There was some substantial discussion on this CR. It was discussed off line and was brought back as document S1-020471 XE "S1-020471" . It was commented that the CR uses the word “must” and it must/shall be “shall”. Also, the term “Pre-pay” was adopted at this meeting and it should be consistent; this will be changed in a revision. This was revised to S1-020643 XE "S1-020643" . It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #15 for approval subject to no objections being received by Friday 22nd February 2002. 

Document S1-020010 XE "S1-020010"  contained a liaison statement on data rates for CS data services in UTRAN. It was noted in light of a related CR in document S1-020364 XE "S1-020364"  (see section 8.0).

Document S1-020012 XE "S1-020012"  contained a liaison statement from CN on removal of the non-progressed Rel-5/CAMEL4 functionalities. This was dealt with in light of a CR in S1-020230 XE "S1-020230"  which was withdrawn and S1-020426 XE "S1-020426" .

Document S1-020341 XE "S1-020341"  contained an input document on "Locking" SMS entries in the (U)SIM to prevent accidental deletion. There are MMIs in mobile equipment which allows users to "delete all" the SMS entries saved in their USIMs: sometimes, users regret this action, or apply it by accident (the author included)!

It is proposed to modify the content of the SMS storage in the SIM to "lock" a particular entry or set of entries such that if the UE is in the process of deleting, or attempting to delete an entry, if the entry is "locked" the UE should not delete that particular entry. TSG-SA1 are asked to accept this proposal as a service requirement, and subsequently request that T3 XE "T3"  introduce this functionality in their specifications accordingly.

There were some questions on who may lock or unlock the SMSs. It was questioned if this is a service requirement or an implementation issue. It was answered that this requires some changes to the SIM and so it needs to be specified. It was also asked what the WI is (this could be written). For the time being is was noted but mobile manufacturers were asked to take this into account when designing their MMI.

Document S1-020301 XE "S1-020301"  was withdrawn.

Document S1-020368 XE "S1-020368"  contained a proposed LS 'Access dependent services and features for GERAN Iu mode'. There is some work ongoing related to GERAN Iu-mode of operation and, although the issue is architectural, it is understood that it has impact to some Stage 1 specifications belonging to SA1. At release 5, SA1 has separated some requirements between UTRAN and GERAN (e.g. see 22.105 ch 10), but that seems not to be sufficient for release 5 due to inclusion of Iu mode of operation.

It is believed that introduction of GERAN Iu Mode has impact to some access dependent services, i.e. some more services could be offered via GERAN Iu mode or some new limitations may be introduced. Therefore, CN1 XE "CN1" , CN3 XE "CN3" , GERAN2 are being asked for guidance on this issue. It was revised to S1-020472 XE "S1-020472"  and it was conditionally approved subject to any comments by the end of the week.

Document S1-020364 XE "S1-020364"  contained a related CR to 22.002 which should be attached to S1-020368 XE "S1-020368" . It was conditionally agreed to be attached to S1-020472 XE "S1-020472" .

Document S1-020374 XE "S1-020374"  contained a CR to 22.011 R99 on the clarification of the term 'country' with a corresponding CR for Rel-4 in document S1-020375 XE "S1-020375" . It was noted that it does not have a WI code, and, in choosing one it was explained that this is required to avoid an impact on the stage 3. There was a request to postpone it to later in the meeting since it may have an impact on North American PCS1900.

There was some concern on the text “The only exception is the USA that can be associated to the range of MCC 310 to 316”. First of all, is it correct that the only exception is the USA. It would appear that this is not true in reality but does align with what is in the stage 2. There was still some concern regarding this, but it was decided to revise the CR to document S1-020615 XE "S1-020615" . It was agreed to send this to SA XE "SA"  for approval, but subsequently there was a revision in document S1-020649 XE "S1-020649" . The changes were to the note to take into account the fact that there are other countries that have multiple MCCs in the same country. A slight adjustment was made to refer to specifications and not standards. With this, revision in S1-020662 XE "S1-020662" , it was agreed to send this CR to SA #15 for approval.

An associated CR for Rel-5 on the same subject was provided in S1-020616 XE "S1-020616"  (revision of S1-020375 XE "S1-020375" ). It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #15 for approval. It was agreed to send this to SA for approval, but subsequently there was a revision in document S1-020650 XE "S1-020650" . It was further revised to S1-020663 XE "S1-020663"  and it was agreed to send this CR to SA #15 for approval. 

Document S1-020379 XE "S1-020379"  contained a CR to 22.060 Rel-5: addition of GPRS control parameters in the USIM. This CR is proposed to provide a stage 1 requirement for the work of T3 XE "T3"  on GPRS configuration parameter storage on the SIM/USIM. Network operators will benefit from an additional control on the GPRS connection status of their subscribers through the introduced parameters that can be changed in line with the subscription changes and the introduction of new services.

It was suggested that there is still some confusion as to what to is intended. It was commented that these parameters are a requirement for operators which does have some commercial impact. In response, it was suggested that since the CR does not have a WI,

This needs to be taken off line. However, it was commented that this CR cannot be approved in its current form as it will have an impact on the stage2. The CR was revised taking into account off line discussion to document S1-020473 XE "S1-020473" . There was some confusion as to conditions for GPRS attach, particularly in the case of a transmitted or received SMS. Some further work needs to be done in order to make the CR clearer in terms of requirements. The revision was provided in document S1-020644 XE "S1-020644" . This document was subsequently withdrawn.

Document S1-020358 XE "S1-020358"  contained a CR to 22.078 on Clarification on Releasing Individual Call Parties. If an individual call party is released during the set-up phase of a normal A-B call, this causes problems in the MSC and makes the SDL modelling very difficult.

It was questioned if, with the change in 8.3.1, the CSE can release calls for the original reasons as well as the new reasons. It was clear that it is not clear what is being done. It would be great to understand what this change is all about. It was decided, nonetheless, based on the expertise of CN it was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #15 for approval.

Document S1-020349 XE "S1-020349" , which contained a liaison statement to SA3 XE "SA3"  on Support for Subscriber Certificates was revised to S1-020624 XE "S1-020624" . Doc S1-020009 XE "S1-020009"  contained a liaison statement on Functional Subsets on CAMEL Phase 4. CN2 XE "CN2"  is asking SA1 to consider the proposal in principal and to give advice on how a division into subsets shall be made. Furthermore, SA1 is asked for advice on the two topics mentioned in the above remarks. It was requested of Paul Carpenter to look into this in conjunction with document S1-020317 XE "S1-020317"  on the same subject.

Document S1-020317 XE "S1-020317"  contained a CR to 22.078 on Introduction of functional subsets for CAMEL Phase 4. This CR was generally agreed to in CN2 XE "CN2" , but there was not time to approve this and so it was agreed to bring this to SA1 as a company input.

It was noted that a similar problem arose some time ago and a liaison statement was sent to SERG asking what to do. The answer was that the operators wanted each phase of CAMEL to support the functionality of the previous phase. So, with this proposal, it is not clear what the support of the CAMEL is in a network since the functionality is not related to the phase.

There was a counter proposal that this be accepted since it contains the possibility to negotiate the capabilities between networks.

It was suggested that this CR be conditionally agreed in SA1 and if in subsequent discussion a better way forward is found, it can be withdrawn. However, there should be a discussion paper into SA XE "SA" #15 on this.

In the meantime, Mr Curly agreed to inform SERG that this work is ongoing. 

Some reservations were expressed by Lucent and SBC. 

Document S1-020012 XE "S1-020012"  contained a liaison statement from CN on removal of the non-progressed Rel-5/CAMEL4 functionalities. This was dealt with in light of a CR in S1-020230 XE "S1-020230"  which was withdrawn and provided in S1-020426 XE "S1-020426" .

Document S1-020228 XE "S1-020228"  contained a Rel.99 CR to 22.078 on alignment of tables A.1 and A.2 with stage 2. 23.078:

The information in the header of the tables does not cover all trigger situations. The headers are completed accordingly.

There was a little concern regarding some of the terms that are being introduced in the tables. Taking this a little further, it was suggested that this table be removed. It was decided not to accept S1-020228 XE "S1-020228" , but it was agreed that the chairman should send an email to the CN2 XE "CN2"  chairman regarding removal of the tables.

Document S1-020229 XE "S1-020229"  contained a mirror CR for Rel-4. It had the same conclusion.

Document S1-020231 XE "S1-020231"  contained a CR to 22.078 on Removal of CAMEL4 Dialled Services Enhancements. The work has not progressed on this item and the Rel-5 CAMEL4 shall be completed in March 2002 CN plenary. This functionality of CAMEL4 requires still CN2 XE "CN2"  work and endangers the CAMEL4 time scale and both CN2#21 and CN#14 did agree to recommend removal of this functionality.

There was some concern on removing this feature and it was asked if a precedent is being set if this CR is agreed. This is a standard situation; if the feature is not finished, it is taken out of the release. It was agreed in principle to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #15 for approval with one reservation from C-DOT. However, it was commented that the CR does not remove the text in the scope of 22.078. It was revised to S1-020625 XE "S1-020625"  and it was agreed to send this CR to SA #15 for approval with one reservation from C-DOT.

There is another CR in document S1-020426 XE "S1-020426"  which covers two areas: Charging Notification and Enhancements of dialled services. It was commented by the source, Siemens, that if the charging is not complete at SA XE "SA"  #15, it will be removed in the future. The document was withdrawn.

Document S1-020418 XE "S1-020418"  contained a CR 22.078 Rel.5 on transferring the MS classmark & IMEI to the CSE (update of S1-020301 XE "S1-020301" ). CAMEL currently allows the GPRS MS class information to be transferred to the CSE for CAMEL control of GPRS traffic. In addition, transfer of the IMEI (with software version) to the CSE would provide a reliable method for the HPLMN operator to identify the specific model of the handset for customer care purposes. It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #15 for approval. 

It was proposed that a liaison statement be sent to CN with a proposal to remove the tables A.1 and A.2 from 22.078. This was provided in document S1-020626 XE "S1-020626" . 

With the approval of S1-020626 XE "S1-020626" , documents S1-020426 XE "S1-020426" , S1-020427 XE "S1-020427" , S1-020428 XE "S1-020428" , S1-020433 XE "S1-020433" , S1-020434 XE "S1-020434" , S1-020448 XE "S1-020448" , S1-020449 XE "S1-020449" , S1-020550 XE "S1-020550" , S1-020551 XE "S1-020551"  and S1-020625 XE "S1-020625"  were noted.

This will relate to a CRs to 22.078. They were provided in document S1-020627 XE "S1-020627" , S1-020628 XE "S1-020628"  and S1-020629 XE "S1-020629" . It was agreed to send these CRs to SA XE "SA"  #15 for approval.

The report was provided in document S1-020482 XE "S1-020482"  and a presentation was provided in document S1-020483 XE "S1-020483" . 

SWG LCS decided to ask SA2 XE "SA2"  to remove service requirements for enhanced user privacy from TR 23.871 and put them into TS 22.071 Rel-5. Three CRs to TS 22.071, one contribution for TR 23.871, and one LS agreed.

SWG LCS reviewed the LS from GSMA Serg and supported the service requirements for new interface.

CR to TS 22.071 on change of area event fixed and agreed.

Three late CRs to TS 22.071 on closure of a loophole in the privacy settings found no objection but were not agreed because the author was unavailable.

SWG LCS discussed further and re-drafted the LS to RAN4 on LCS accuracy classes.

Document S1-020482 XE "S1-020482"  was approved and document S1-020483 XE "S1-020483"  was noted.

Document S1-020467 XE "S1-020467"  contained a CR 22.071 Rel.5 on Requestor Identity. There may be the originating entity, which has requested the location of the target UE from the LCS client. The target UE users may require the information about the entity, but in the current specification there is no description about this entity. It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #15 for approval. 

Document S1-020478 XE "S1-020478"  contained a CR to 22.071 on introducing service type privacy for location services. The user may wish to differentiate between privacy requirements even with one LCS Client, depending on which service the user requests from this LCS client or which service the LCS client offers to the user.  It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #15 for approval.

Document S1-020479 XE "S1-020479"  contained a CR to 22.07 on Introduction of a Codeword Setting. These changes make it possible to protect the privacy of a Target UE user against monitoring of the Target UE’s location by third parties. It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #15 for approval. 

Document S1-020384 XE "S1-020384"  contained a discussion document on removing service requirements from TR23.871. This was noted, but related to document S1-020480 XE "S1-020480" .

Document S1-020480 XE "S1-020480"  contained a liaison statement to S2. It was approved without the embedded files. In doing this, document S1-020384 XE "S1-020384"  is also agreed. 

Document S1-020476 XE "S1-020476"  contained a LS to SA2 XE "SA2"  on GMLC-GMLC interface. It was approved and will be sent out.

Document S1-020466 XE "S1-020466"  contained a CR 22.071 Rel.5 B Deferred Location Request with Change of Area Event (revision of S1-020290 XE "S1-020290" ). It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #15 for approval. 

Document S1-020453 XE "S1-020453"  contained a CR 22.071 Rel.99 B Closure of a loophole in the privacy settings. It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  #15 for approval. Mirror CRs for Rel-4 and Rel-5 were provided in document S1-020454 XE "S1-020454"  and S1-020455 XE "S1-020455" . It was agreed to send these CRs to SA #15 for approval.

Document S1-020474 XE "S1-020474"  contained a LS to RAN4 on Interpretation of LCS Accuracy Requirements for UMTS Value-Added Services. This was a revision of document S1-020289 XE "S1-020289"  which contained a liaison statement to RAN4 cc RAN2 XE "RAN2"  on Interpretation of LCS Accuracy Requirements for UMTS Value-Added Services. It was found that RAN4 was making up their own requirements. It was noted that the source should be the SWG not Qualcom. It was commented that there is a gap between 50 and 75 metres and it was questioned why? The answer is that the accuracy relates to technology implementations. This answer was questioned in itself. Furthermore, it was suggested that one of the sets of accuracy is only achievable by one technology, and the standard should not specify a requirements that mandates one implementation. It was decided that this should be discussed further in the SWG for LCS. The LS in S1-020474 was rejected.

There was some concern regarding the use of the term service classes. It was postponed.

Another LS was provided in document S1-020484 XE "S1-020484" . The liaison statement indicates that SA1 is currently considering requirements for the establishment of location accuracy classes, and has exchanged liaison statements with other 3GPP working groups on this topic (S1-020162 XE "S1-020162"  and S1-010635 are attached for ease of reference). After due consideration, SA1 is of the opinion that the establishment of accuracy classes would be helpful to the industry as a metric for determining the degree to which positioning solutions meet the requirements of services (rather than merely as a metric for distinguishing between technologies). 

It was decided to send S1-020484 XE "S1-020484"  and to reject S1-020474 XE "S1-020474" . 

Document S1-020481 XE "S1-020481"  contained the ToR for LCS. It was approved and can be found in Annex C.

The report of the GUP SWG was provided in document S1-020539 XE "S1-020539" .

The SA1 Generic User Profile SubWorking Group met February 12-13 in Saalfelden, Austria.  The group made progress on the stage 1 specification, and produced an updated version of the TR (version 0.6.0). The group was able to consider all contributions that were deferred from the previous meeting covering a variety of topics, and was able to consider additional contributions refining the GUP conceptual diagram and network requirements. 

Incoming liaison statements received from 3GPP T2 XE "T2"  were considered, and Liaison statements were authored to SA XE "SA"  on time scales and coordination, and to the WAP Forum and GSMA SerG requesting inputs.

All existing action items were closed except one that is ongoing, and an additional new action item was taken to investigate the degree to which OSA interfaces provide the needed functionality for GUP.

Unfortunately the timeslots allocated were inadequate for the group to consider all pending contributions, and some contributions had to be deferred until the next GUP meeting (scheduled as part of the regular SA1 SWG sessions).

The report in S1-020539 XE "S1-020539"  was approved and can be found in annex C.

The stage 1 of the GUP TS was provided in document S1-020538 XE "S1-020538" . It was asked if data can only be transferred using MExE. After the detailed discussion on the available contributions it was decided to approach the drafting of the TR in the following way:

1. identify the main scenarios in which network sharing can manifest

2. identify the requirements that could be applicable to any of the scenarios, i.e. in an “abstract” network sharing situation. Those are expected to be mainly user’s requirement, and possibly security and charging requirements

3. analyse more in depth the available technical solutions to realise some form of network sharing and check if the existing requirements are sufficient cover for the case. If not new requirements need to be added. Those new requirements could be general or specific to the analysed scenario

This approach was felt more efficient than trying to flash out all the possible requirements for each individual (and possibly complex) scenario.

Some new text has been added to the TR skeleton in chapter 5. The introduction was reviewed and agreed by the meeting (document S1-020522 XE "S1-020522" ). It was noted.

A summary of the status of documents at the SWG is provided in the table at the beginning of this section. The report in document S1-020521 XE "S1-020521"  can be found in annex C.

Discussion:


Liaison Statements: The LSs from SA3 and SA5 were discussed. Their comments were used in updating the draft Push stage 1. Comments which were outside of the scope of SA1 were noted in each of the replies. 


It was noted in the reply to SA3 that the user may be able to deny messages based on trust level. A LS with the new draft Push stage 1 was addressed to all interested groups: SA2–5, T2, WAP Forum, GSMA and GSMA SerG. 


Push Subscription Profile: Siemens indicated that typically the user signs up with the push initiator; the push initiator delivers it. The use of the terminology,  push subscription profile, was adopted throughout the stage 1. Push subscription profile is envisioned as one element of the Generic User Profile (GUP). Reference to GUP will be made when that specification is adopted. Another use of the push profile would be interrogation (under suitable controls) by push initiators outside 3GPP, in order to determine the UE capability.


Siemens indicated that the profile may be managed by the operator but the user should be able to set the profile values.


Vodafone mentioned that a central place for profile parameters makes it easy for the user and removed the need to key a lot of information into the handset.


Companies were invited to comment on the type of parameters which are required.


Push Subscription Profile was added to the definitions.


Push Modes: The definition of the “push package” as known [just] to the push initiator and the push recipient started an extensive discussion. Vodaphone and Orange both want the package type or content type to be specified. Orange was very specific in advocating this approach. The matter of whether the data package could be transformed [and example could be change of graphic format] also was controversial. 


As the discussion proceeded, the chair added to section 5.4 ‘Service Modes’:



Mode 0 simple without any transformation



Mode 1 media type transformation



Mode 2 media transformation with security mode



Mode 3 secure no transformation allowed


Siemens commented that their view was that the service capabilities defined by SA1 should be orthogonal. RIM observed that TS 22.101 and 22.105 advocate capabilities as building blocks for the definition of services; that the approach proposed was far more than a basic building block. 


Comverse indicated that the ‘Future’ Workshop had said that the number of options should be limited. Openwave systems indicated that the SA plenary [simply] ‘noted’ the output [recommendations] of the Workshop. Siemens indicated that the proposed approach is more than a superset [of MMS]; that is has store and forward capabilities. The chair demurred, indicating that the proposal didn’t yet have store and forward. Nokia indicated that there is a slight problem with these modes; that DRM techniques could be used to deliver content securely. Nokia continued, what we’re trying to do is both, and it’s not the right place.


When the chair indicated that all agreed on the basic mode; that the others are there to promote discussion. Nokia asked that a note be put in that these further modes are not yet agreed and are ‘for further study’.


When the discussion moved to the ‘Organisation User’, RIM indicated that this would cover the situation where there are many users or UEs identically configured, as would be expected in unattended operation, for example, pushing a data package to a device or machine. AT&T Wireless asked what a ‘large number’ is. RIM replied that it may be hundreds or thousands of units; that this concept could assist in the maitenance of user profiles and of charging. Nokia and Ericsson were also opposed. RIM indicated that they may bring the concept to the GUP.


Overview of Push Service (for draft stage 1): Comverse indicated that the typical mode of delivery classes are optional. Siemens believes the approach to be in line with their view, and suggested a slight change to the wording.


On the description of the typical mode where the delivery network ‘does not look into’ the push package, Ericsson objected. Siemens suggested that it be noted as ‘not agreed text’.


A question was raised on address translation. RIM commented, and Siemens commented further. The chair observed that there’s a section [in the stage 1] on addressing. AT&T Wireless rasied a question on privacy. The chair indicated that it shouldn’t result in ‘spam’, and that an operator doesn’t want to give away addresses [which could result in ‘spam’].


Push Service Clarification on Delivery:  The chair brought up the suggested text on ‘try ‘n’ times’ as a delivery option. Siemens indicated a preference to define what is reliable. RIM indicated a preference not to have a guaranteed delivery. Ericsson suggested defining single delivery attempt and ‘multiple attempts allowed’.

2.6 Priority Service items for consideration


2.6.1 Priority Service Feasibility Study Report 


S1-020218 presented an update, based on discussion at the January 2002 meeting of Priority Services SWG. Documents S1-020354 and S1-020394 contained comments on document S1-020218. Documents S1-020218, S1-020354 and S1-020394 were noted. There were also comments submitted by Ericsson without a contribution document The comments were discussed, and included in the following disposition.


Comments contained in documents S1-020354 and S1-020394 as well as other comments raised during the SWG meeting were discussed, and the following disposition was agreed upon:


A. Document S1-020218 would be revised into document S1-020592. S1-020592 will incorporate text changes agreed upon during meeting and captured in the following disposition. 

B. Introduction


A.1 Paragraph 4: Modify the 1st sentence from “…3G set of services…” to “…3GPPsystem  set of services…”

A.2 Paragraph 4: Modify the last sentence from “…the Priority Service is compatible…” to “…the Priority Service in mobile networks is compatible…”

A.3 A statement needs to be added to clarify that the Priority Service is intended to be a national (country-wide) service and applies to both the HPLMN and VPLMN within a country.


B. Section 1. Scope.


B.1 Paragraph 3: Modify the last sentence to read: “Multimedia and non-circuit switched aspects of Priority Service have not been addressed in this feasibility study and are for further study.”

C. Section 4. High Level Requirements.


C.1 Section 4.3; The revised text would read as follows: “…A priority call should be given higher priority over normal calls in the originating mobile network, to interconnected networks supporting priority (including the PSTN), and in the terminating network. Note: The ISDN MLPP feature may be used for signalling of priority level in the core network. The mapping of eMLPP priority level to MLPP priority level is for further study.” 

It was clarified by Ericsson that according to ITU Q1902.3 and ITU Q1902.4, the MLPP capability is supported by BICC.

D. Section 4.8 and Section 4.9


D.1 Section 4.8 and Section 4.9 were merged into one section. The heading was changed to “Authorization”. 


D.2 The text of the revised section 4.8 is: “A subscriber invoking Priority Service on call origination is authorized based on the caller’s subscription. It should also be possible for the subscriber to make a priority call by using any UE. In this case authorization of the subscriber may be realized by the usage of a PIN. The PIN solution needs to be standardized. Note: There are some concerns related to security for “PIN Authorization”.”

E. Section 4.13. Call Detail Record. 


E.1 #c: Modify the text to: “Recording of appropriate Priority Service information (e.g., Priority Level, PIN usage indication). Note: The value of this information is for further study.”

F. Section 5.1.
At Call Origination


F.1 Paragraph 3: Replace the last sentence with “The user should be given an indication that the call is progressing.  The network treats the user as busy while a priority call request for the user is queued.”

F.2 Paragraph 4: “Sectors” is replaced by “Cells”

G. Section 5.5: A note was added in the end of the “Call Origination Restrictions” paragraph – “Note: This may be necessary only for the PIN option.” In a subscription-based solution, it is highly unlikely that a Priority Service subscriber would have any call origination restrictions.

H. It is proposed that the requirements in column 1 in tables in sections 6.1.2, 6.2.2, 6.3.2 and 6.4.2, be synchronized and appear in the same order. Action item Chairman: To make the editorial changes.

I. A statement added to the TR clarifying that Priority Service applies to UTRAN and GSM EDGE RAN.

J. A statement added to the TR clarifying that operators can are not prevented from applying Service Accessibility as part of their normal mode of operation apart from Priority Services. 

K. A statement added to the TR clarifying that subject to agreement between the operators and appropriate regulatory body, a portion of the spectrum can be set aside for the use of normal, non-priority calls. 

L. A statement added to the TR clarifying that priority levels and PIN assignment for Priority Service subscribers would be assigned by appropriate regulatory body. However, the implementation would be by the operators, i.e., the operators do not have to give access to their HLRs to the regulatory bodies. 

M. A statement added to the TR clarifying that Priority Service intends to use Service Accessibility and eMLPP – particularly Service Accessibility to make signalling channels available so that Priority handling of calls can be applied in the traffic channels.

N. Section 6.1.1

N.1 Paragraph 2: The term “MS” replaced with “SIM”

2.7.2  Action Items and Other Issues


2.7.2.1 Additional Regional Requirements


None were identified at the February 2002 meeting of Priority Services FS SWG meeting. 


Gary Schlanger (AT&T Wireless) reported that at the last meeting of GSMA SerG he had informed the committee of the Priority Services activity in 3GPP SA1 and requested that they identify additional regional requirements. No additional requirements were identified by the participants of the SerG meeting.


Michael Clayton, MCC support for 3GPP SA1 notified that the Australian regulatory body had requested a copy of the draft TR on Priority Service. The Australian regulatory body was informed of the February 2002 meeting of 3GPP SA1 in Saalfelden, Austria, and requested that they provide any additional regional requirements. No additional requirements from the Australian regulatory body was provided at the February 2002 meeting of 3GPP SA1


2.7.2.2 PIN-Based Solution


There were security concerns regarding the PIN solution. This remains an outstanding issue and requires further investigation.


2.7.2.3 End-to-End aspect of Priority Service


One 2 One expressed concern about the “End-to-End” aspect of Priority Service; especially the Mobile Terminated part of Priority Service. It was clarified that the “End-to-End” aspect is a key requirement – it is of little value to the subscriber if the call can be originated but cannot be terminated. The concern was noted.

1 Executive Summary


The SA1 Generic User Profile SubWorking Group met February 12-13 in Saalfelden, Austria.  The group made progress on the stage 1 specification, and produced an updated version of the TR (version 0.6.0). The group was able to consider all contributions that were deferred from the previous meeting covering a variety of topics, and was able to consider additional contributions refining the GUP conceptual diagram and network requirements. 


Incoming liaison statements received from 3GPP T2 were considered, and Liaison statements were authored to SA on time scales and coordination, and to the WAP Forum and GSMA SerG requesting inputs.


All existing action items were closed except one that is ongoing, and an additional new action item was taken to investigate the degree to which OSA interfaces provide the needed functionality for GUP.


Unfortunately the timeslots allocated were inadequate for the group to consider all pending contributions, and some contributions had to be deferred until the next GUP meeting (scheduled as part of the regular SA1 SWG sessions).

This document is based on the document S1-020147 (Update of Stage 1 Section 5) from 3GPP Joint Ad-Hoc on Generic User Profile, to accommodate the content of the document to the current structure of the specification. (The included track changes are from the original S1-020147)

Regarding personalization, backup, and recovery, (section x proposed changes), it was felt the proposed requirements existed, but required clarification. This is to be pursued by offline interested parties, and possibly email if agreement not reached at Saalfelden.


Regarding the proposed change to section 6.2 on UE requirements, it was agreed clarifying examples should be provided. Concern was expressed that the “The Generic User Profile shall support the ability to transfer GUP data between two UEs using a locally activated, local communication mechanism.” may be outside the scope of 3GPP. The requirement should be that GUP uses 3GPP interfacing capability. The requirement is valid, agreed in principle, but requires further clarification.


Regarding, creation of the Generic User Profile, The introduction of the UICC/USIM allows for multiple network subscriptions to be used within a single UE.   – wasn’t felt to add value.


Concern was expressed regarding the usage of the term “user” (versus subscriber) and the so far unspecified relationship between the “user” and the GUP. Additionally it was noted that a “user” may have multiple subscriber profiles (MSP). It was felt that usage scenarios are needed to clarify such situations and requirements.


It was proposed to approve the Management Requirements titles without the text for now, and then consider the text later. However, it was noticed that the proposed sections were not aligned with v.050 of the specification.


The proposed change was noted and Ericsson was invited to provide a subsequent contribution addresssing these issues.

As part of the discussions held, consideration was given to the desirability of having work on this initiative be driven by requirements (as defined in the Stage 1 specification), and the schedule for providing deliverables. 


The group strongly felt that work on this initiative should be driven by the requirements defined in the stage 1 specification (as opposed to the possibility of quickly making progress on architectural and protocol considerations).


It was noted that 


- According to the WID, SA1 has the lead on this initiative,


- this is the first meeting of the SA1 GUP SWG, 


- the stage 1 specification is very incomplete and unstable, 


- fundamental concepts are still being debated, 


but the current WID indicates the stage 1 was to have already been provided for information at the last SA plenary meeting.


Accordingly, it was the consensus of the group that the existing delivery dates for specifications in the WID/workplan should be adjusted to reflect the current status of the work, and to set more realistic expectations for deliverable due dates and completion. An action item was added to the group’s action item list to address this.


It was also the consensus opinion of the group that this work was unlikely to be completed in time for Release 5, and that this view should be shared with others (again, to set realistic expectations).


As a result of these discussions, the eloquent Mark Cataldo kindly volunteered (i.e. was pressed into service) to draft a liaison statement from SA1 to the relevant working groups informing them of SA1’s views on these matters. The group felt that this liasion should be provided out of the next SA1 GUP SWG meeting (the upcoming Saalfelden meeting) and provide as an attachment the latest version of the GUP Stage 1. The group recognized the Stage 1 will still be incomplete at that time, but will be informative and of value in providing guidance and direction for work going on in other groups. All the change requests presented for the vocabulary document in the SA1 meeting number 15 have been approved. Some editorial mistakes in the cover pages have been corrected and in this case a new document number was assigned to the corrected version of the CR.


In document 527 the term “3GPP system” has been defined and it was used across the technical report to replace the term UMTS.


Four definitions of terms related to charging have been included in the vocabulary document and a liaison statement has been prepared to inform SA5 of those inclusions and to request their comment. 


In document 526 a new definition of the term UICC has been inserted in order to align this definition with the current understanding of the meaning of the term in T3 and S3.

3GPP TSG CN5 has identified an incorrect wording in chapter 6, High Level Requirements. The current wording is misleading. It is proposed to adapt CN5 suggestion and reword the bullet point accordingly. During the discussion it was observed that the Note following the bullet is incorrect too. 


It is the SCF that provides access to the network capabilities on which the application developers can rely when designing new applications. As such, an SCF constitutes the server side OSA interfaces. In the view of CN5 it is the Service Capability Server (SCS) that does not require to be a 3GPP standardised entity.

S1-020058 – Nokia


This document proposes to add a new sub section 4.x “Scope of 3GPP – WLAN interworking” to the Technical Report. 


It was questioned what the purpose of this subclause is. It was clarified that the Technical Report should not specify WLAN elements, and the proposed text aims to focus the scope of the work on 3GPP elements. It was commented that this scope should be added into clause 1 instead of introducing a new clause.


It was commented that the term “WLAN network” was confusing because WLAN provides an access and not a network.


There was general support for this scope, even if rewording is necessary because some of the text is confusing.


The revised version will be S1-020085.

S1-020085 – Nokia


Update of S1-020085. The first sentence in the second paragraph of the proposed scope was discussed, because the term “3GPP system” was confusing.  It was agreed to reword the sentence with “3GPP system functionalities can reside behind WLAN access system or parallel to the WLAN access system.”. The document was agreed with this change.


S1-020059 – Nokia


This contribution proposes content for the clause 4.1. “WLAN Technologies”

It was commented that the work should focus on what 3GPP wants to do rather than on how to achieve it. It was added that even if the principle of reusing existing mechanisms was endorsed, the proposed text was closing some doors at a too early stage. It was also questioned what a WLAN specific authentication mechanism (802.1x) had to do with the interworking.

Concerns were raised on the fact that the SIM might not be capable to support different authentication mechanisms for the different WLAN technologies.


It was commented that in some WLAN the QoS is not provided at the IP layer, and therefore these WLAN might be excluded as Nokia is suggesting the use of IP as harmonising layer. It was answered that the lower layer functionality would be reused.


It was asked for which plane IP would be used as a harmonising layer. It was answered that this would apply for both user and control plane.


The chairman reminded that the aim of 4.1 was to describe with which WLAN technologies 3GPP network would interwork. It was commented that the text should be rephrased, in order to indicate possible ways to achieve interworking rather than defining requirements.


It was commented that the term “de facto” should be replaced by “standardised”. Concerns were also raised on the fact that the work was going too quickly into the architecture issue.


This document was noted and was updated in S1-020086.

S1-020086 – Nokia


Update of S1-020059. It was commented that it should not be mandated to have IP as the harmonising layer. It was decided to replace “harmonising IP layer” by “harmonising layer (e.g. IP)” in the 3rd and 4th paragraph. It was commented that it should be specified to which planes this harmonising layer applies. It was objected that the split between the user and control planes was not so obvious at this stage. It was decided to replace “layer” by “layer(s)” in both places. The document was agreed with these changes.


S1-020060 – Nokia


This contribution suggests the addition of a clause “3GPP System – WLAN System Relationship” as a subchapter 4.x.


It was commented that the location proposed for this text was not the appropriate one. It was added that this contribution was rising some interesting issues, even though all the conclusions proposed were not supported.


It was commented that the proposed text was phrased in a way implying that the group agreed the conclusions in an official way.


Nokia explained that the most important point was the last bullet points proposed, and that the rest of the contribution was proposed as background information.


It was proposed that the group should define a minimum set of requirements for WLAN to be interworkable with 3GPP. However even if such a list might be of interest, it might be difficult to build it up.


It was commented that the connection to one WLAN to several 3GPP system might not be feasible in short-term solutions. It was argued that it was important to take into account this constraint at an early stage even if it could not be feasible in the short-term solutions.


Nokia proposed to have the bullet points into the chapter 6 generic requirements clause proposed by Telia.


The document was noted and was revised in S1-020087.


S1-020087 – Nokia


Update of S1-020060. 

Concerns were expressed on some of the sentences mentioned in the proposed annex “keeping 3GPP system separate from the WLAN network” and “installation of WLAN access points within a given location should be co-ordinated”. It was decided that even if the annex might contain valid materials, the conclusions had not been fully revised by the group and could not be included directly in the TR. It was commented that in the first bullet, the word “specified” seems to imply that only one functionality split would be possible. It was agreed to add to the TR the bullet points requirements with the replacement of “shall” by “should” in order to make the recommendations less stronger and with the removal of the note referring to the Annex. It was decided not to introduce the Annex.


Some parts of the document were agreed.


S1-020079 – Nortel


This document proposes to mention in the scope section that each environment (public, commercial, residential…) should be covered in the TR.


It was clarified that it was not intended to split the interworking scenarios into 4 sub-scenarios for each of the environments.


It was commented that the definition of the different environments should be clarified in the TR (for example the difference between public and commercial would need to be clarified). The need to specify which type of environments are existing was debated. The principle to study the interworking across all the environments was supported.


This document was noted and was updated in S1-020246.


S1-020246 – Nortel


Update of S1-020079. This contribution proposes description for the different environments (public,corporate, residential). It was commented that the feasibility study does not define service requirements (this text is already in the scope of the current TR). Therefore the word “identifies” would be more appropriate. It was decided to replace the first three bullet points by “identifies the service requirements”, “identifies and describes the scenarios for interworking”, and “identifies and analyses interworking architectures”.


It was agreed to replace “UMTS” by “3GPP” in the scope.


It was commented that it might be better not to mention explicitly the scenarios, insofar as they are not stabilised yet. The brackets “(scenario 1)” and “(scenarios 5 and 6)” shall be removed.


It was decided to replace in the last proposed sentence “the different WLAN technologies” by “some of the different WLAN technologies”.


It was agreed to include the proposed scope with the changes described above.


It was commented that it is quite challenging to define the different environments based on ownership.


It was agreed to add the section on environments without any amendment.


The document was agreed with some minor changes.

S1-020056 – Nortel, Thomson


This contribution clarifies scenarios 4 and 5 and proposes to add a level 6 to access UMTS CS services.


It was asked what was exactly meant by access to CS services and if these services were IP based. Nortel explained they introduced the new scenario 6 because the scenario 5 was covering two aspects: seamless handover and access to CS services. Whereas the need for seamless handover is identified, access CS services from WLAN does not seem to be really requested. Therefore Nortel is proposing to split scenario 5 into two parts.


It was commented that even if the service description of the two scenarios is valid, the architectural split between the two scenarios is not so obvious.


The document was noted.


S1-020061 – Nokia


It is proposed that the sentence “There are no requirements on 3GPP standardisation to support this scenario.” is added to the scenario 1 service description.


It was stated that there are not yet any service requirements for any of the scenarios so the second proposed sentence is inappropriate.  It was proposed to replace the sentence by “The 3GPP system can support this scenario without any additional requirements”.


Nokia pointed out the fact that this scenario requires only Customer Care and Billing and these are outside of 3GPP scope.


This document was noted and a revised version was produced in S1-020247.


S1-020247 – Nokia


Update of S1-020061. This document was agreed

S1-020062 – Nokia


This contribution proposes a table summarising the capabilities required for each scenario. It introduces text to define “3GPP Compatible Access Authentication” and “3GPP Compatible Access Charging”.


Concern was expressed on the fact that the document prescribes a solution rather than developing requirements.


The need to have a UICC for this interworking scenario was discussed. It was commented that the access to 3GPP network would never be allowed if the WLAN user does not use a UICC. It was objected that in the future the security requirements could be fulfilled by other mechanisms, and such mechanism should not be precluded. It was decided to mention in the text that the solution proposed by Nokia is only one of the option and that other solution should not be precluded as long as the security requirements are met.


This document was noted and will be updated in S1-020248.


S1-020248 – Nokia


Update of S1-020062. It was commented that in the diagram and in the associated text., “MT” shoud be replaced by “UE” 


It was decided to remove “normal” in 6.3.x, 7.1, in 7.2, and in 7.2.3. It was decided to replace “defacto” by “standard” in 7.1.


It was commented that in the section 5 under the description of the service capabilities it could be mentioned that the access control could be realised by using several system features described in section 7.


It was commented that it could be interesting to align the work with the GSM association work and mention the virtual SIM. However the group was reluctant to introduce a notion not well known in 3GPP.


It was decided to replace “WLAN authentication entity” by “WLAN access control entity” and “feature realises” by “this feature realises” in 7.1


Some concerns were raised on the use of the word “shall” in a feasibility study.


The document was agreed with the changes described above.


S1-020081 – Telenor, Ericsson


This contribution proposes content for the clause 5 describing the interworking scenarios.


It was commented that the expression “Access to CS domain services replicas” was confusing because the word “replica” was unclear and because it seemed to imply that in the first interworking scenarios access to CS services was not possible in UMTS.

It was also commented that the expression “User control of access technology selection” is confusing because this feature seems to apply also to interworking scenarios 1 and 2.


It was clarified that the automatic handover is not prevented in scenario 5 by this “user access selection” feature.

It was commented that in scenario 4 a requirement should be introduced to notify the user that the change of service technology might affect the service provided to him. The user could then decide which access technology to choose.


It was commented that the table seems to be divided into two parts, the last one being the access to services and this seems to introduce a third dimension in the table.


This document was noted. 


S1-020249 – Telenor, France Telecom, Mobility Networks, Nokia, Telia, Nortel, Thomson, Sonera, Ericsson, Cisco, Lucent


An  drafting session was organised in order to combine all the different contributions. It produced text for the main concepts chapter.


It was questioned why there was the need for scenario 6 because speech services are already provided by IMS, and therefore scenario 5 already provides speech services with seamless service continuity. It was commented that CS services are available in UMTS and they should be considered here even it the result of the feasibility study might be that this scenario is not interesting. It was commented that no WLAN technology support CS services. It was objected that Hiperlan/2 provides CS bearer control functions that could be used in this case. Several operators did support the idea of describing the scenario, but not necessarily the scenario itself. It was decided to modify the first sentence by replacing “WLAN access” by “ Circuit Switched WLAN access”.


It was commented that there might be a need to mention in scenario 4 that the service continuity can not apply to real-time sensitive services, because they will not survive the process of change of access technologies. It was decided to reword it into “The goal of this scenario is to allow that the services supported in Scenario 3 to survive the process of change of access network technology between WLAN and a 3GPP system. However some services may not survive.”


It was asked why the editor’s note was only the lawful interception aspect mentioned. It was decided to remove this note.


Scenario 2 name not consistent trough the document. Change the name to 3GPP system based Access Control and Charging


This document was agreed with these changes. 


S1-020078 – Nokia


This contribution clarifies the scenarios 3, 4 and 5.


The mention of Mobile IP v6 was discussed. Nokia mentioned that this was the only possible technology. It was objected that the rationale explaining why this protocol was needed was missing from the contribution. The user expectation should be described before choosing the protocol.

S1-020057 – Telia


This contribution proposes service requirements for the different interworking levels.


It was objected that there was no reason to integrate the AAA into the 3GPP network. 


It was commented that the session continuity across WLAN administrative domains was not related to 3GPP but only to WLAN.


In the interworking scenario 2, it was objected that there was no need to have a valid WLAN subscription.


The principle of having a section containing all the generic requirements was agreed.


The document was noted.


S1-020083 – Fujitsu


This document details the service requirements for the scenario 1.


It was commented that the interface between charging and billing elements are out of the scope of 3GPP. Therefore 3GPP should not further detail this scenario. However it was noted that scenario 1 can not be provided to prepaid users.


It was commented that some of the materials contained in this contribution would be more appropriate in the scenario 2.


It was commented that if the group does not consider the scenario 1, then there is no scenario where the authentication is done at the WLAN level.

S1-020082 – Telenor, Ericsson


This discussion paper explains the rationale for having a structure as proposed in S1-020084.


This document was noted.


S1-020084 – Telenor, Ericsson


This proposal is based on S1-020082 and proposes a structure for the service requirements regarding the scenario 2.


The structure proposed in this contribution was agreed.


Others


S1-020250 contains the minutes of the first WLAN session. This document was used for the drafting session and was noted.

The group did not feel the need to have a meeting the week before the SA1 plenary in Saafelden, because it would not let enough time to prepare contributions.


It was decided to ask 4 sessions of 2 hours for the SA1 plenary, preferably with a gap between the session on Tuesday morning and Wednesday afternoon. For this meeting, the majority of the group was in favour of working on giving priority to scenario 2. However all contributions will obviously be welcome. During the SA1 plenary, the group will aim at having the TR approved by SA1, and send for information to SA.
