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PROPOSAL

At the last Messaging SWG meeting in Victoria, 3 message “categories” were painstakingly (but only tentatively) agreed: Immediate Messaging; Group Messaging; Guaranteed Delivery Messaging. While there was some agreement with these, there was also uneasiness that these were not very good ways of categorizing messaging.

AT&T Wireless Services believes that the following initial set of independent messaging characteristics would be a more useful means of categorizing different messages and message delivery mechanisms:

Real Time (vs. Non-Real Time) delivery

Guaranteed (vs. Non-Guaranteed) delivery

Network Message Retention (Storage)

There are probably other message characteristics that should be added to this list. We believe that all combinations of these characteristics should be considered for 3GPP messaging as well as any new characteristics that would be added. For example, a message could be designated as real time delivery, guaranteed delivery, and retained by the network.
