2. PROPOSED CHANGE

6.5
Message content requirements

Following requirements are specific to content delivered within all messaging types.

a)
Content size shall not be limited by technology.

b)
It shall be possible to carry different media including text, images, video and audio in all messaging types. Media types shall be MIME encoded.

c)
Content formats shall be defined so that they enable interworking with 3GPP and Internet messaging solutions.

d) It shall be possible to compose message of either a single medium (e.g. voice) or multi-media (e.g. voice and video). The IMS messaging service shall be able to support a request for media sequencing.

e) IMS Messaging shall be able to support a request to convert between  media types (e.g. Fax to image). IMS Messaging shall be able to support an indication from a Value Added Service Provider (VASP) that VASP originated content of an MM should not be converted or changed by IMS Messaging service provider before it is delivered to the recipient.
f) IMS Messaging shall be able to support a request by the user or the application to  convert between MM media formats (e.g. JPEG to GIF).
3. rECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the proposed changes are considered and added to the draft TR22.940.
