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Introduction

This contribution proposes updates to the section 5.2 “General Requirements” in TS 22.250 V0.2.0. 

Note: The terminology used in this contribution corresponds to the one proposed by Fujitsu in a separate contribution (S1-021284). The requirements proposed below could be adapted to the existing terminology.

Proposed updates

The groups controlled by the IMS group management shall be associated with

a)
A group identifier;

Each group shall have a unique group identifier. When creating the group, it shall be possible for the group administrator to suggest a group identifier that may be accepted as such or modified. The group identifier is used to refer to a specific group (for example when sending a message, when updating the list of group members…).
b)
Group specific information;

Group specific information is divided into two parts

i)
group information;

The group information contains informative text.  This could be used for example to describe to the group members or the group consumers the type and usage of the group.
ii)
group properties;

The group properties may contain information about the Group Administrator, the validity period of the group (for example in the case of a conference call, the group might expire after two hours), the default rights granted to the Group Members, the list of Group Consumers allowed to access all or part of the group content.
c)
Service specific information;
The service specific information may give additional information on how the group should be used in the context of a specific service. For example, it may indicate that the group shall be used as an access list in the context of the presence service.
Detailed description of the service specific information is not within the scope of this TS. Possible values can be defined by the terminal manufacturer, operator, service provider, or by other specifications.
